The site Vynnyky-Lisivka near Lviv is a model example of a settlement of the Funnel Beaker Culture in Western Ukraine.
In the following years, the Vynnyky-Lisivka site was excavated by numerous researchers. M. Peleschchychyn believed that the
complex of Funnel Beaker and Tripolye culture sites in Vynnyky, a part of which is the Vynnyky-Lisivka settlement, may prove
to be of a particular importance in studies of relations between these two cultural phenomena. Of special interest were clusters of
burnt daub unearthed during Peleschchychyn’s excavations, which could be interpreted as remains of dwellings. The discovery
was made a part of then-ongoing discussion in Polish archaeological literature concerning adaptation of the Tripolye culture
tradition of using clay in construction in the Funnel Beaker culture.

The new phase of archaeological research at the Vynnyky-Lisivka site started in 2016. That year marks the discovery of a
large cluster of burnt daub. The layout of daub fragments in the feature from Vynnyky-Lisivka resembles dwellings of the eastern
group of the Funnel Beaker culture on the Polish Lowlands.

Locuinte specifice culturii Funnel Beaker de la Vynnyky-Lisivka din regiunea Ucrainei de Vest

Situl Vynnyky-Lisivka de 1anga or. Lvov reprezintd un model de asezare cu elemente specifice culturii Funnel Beaker din
Ucraina de Vest. In ultimii ani, situl Vynnyky-Lisivka a fost investigat sistematic. M. Peleschchychyn considera ci complexul
de aseziri atribuite culturii Funnel Beaker, de rdnd cu cele specifice culturii Tripolye din regiunea Vynnyky, unde a si fost des-
coperita asezarea Vynnyky-Lisivka, joacd un rol important in cercetarea relatiilor dintre aceste doud fenomene culturale. De
un interes aparte au fost concentratiile de lipituré arsd descoperite in timpul sdpéturilor, care pot fi interpretate ca resturi de
la locuinte. Aceste afirmatii au fost ficute si in coraport cu ideile si discutiile vehiculate in literatura arheologica poloneza cu
privire la adaptarea traditiei tripoliene de a folosi lut in constructia locuintelor specifice culturii Funnel Beaker.

Noua fazd a cercetarilor arheologice in situl Vynnyky-Lisivka a inceput in anul 2016. Acel an marcheaza descoperirea
unor concentratii masive de lipiturd arsi. Iar, dispunerea fragmentelor de lipiturd in situl Vynnyky-Lisivka este asemanatoare cu
cele descoperite in locuintele din grupul estic al culturii Funnel Beaker.

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Introduction

The site Vynnyky-Lisivka near Lviv is a model |
example of a settlement of the the Funnel Beaker |
Culture (FBC) in Western Ukraine (fig. 1; 2). The |
discovery of the site in 1959 by B. Woznicki, out- |
side the well-established Bug River oecumene of |

the FBC, confirmed earlier suggestions concerning
possible wider range of this culture expressed by K.
Jazdzewski over 20 years prior [Jazdzewski 1936]'.
In the following years, the Vynnyky-Lisivka
site was excavated by numerous research-ers, in-
cluding I.K. Svesnikov [Sveshnikov 1976, 44], M.

Peleschchychyn [Peleshchishin 1995, 1-9; 1998,

15; 1999, 104], P. Dovgan, V. Konopla, T. Milan
[Dovgan’ et al. 2008] and A. Hawinskyj;j.

Mykola Peleschchychyn believed that the
complex of FBC and Tripolye Culture (TC) sites
in Vynnyky, a part of which is the Vynnyky-Li-
sivka settlement, may prove to be of a particular
importance in studies of relations between these
two cultural phenomena. The scholar expressed
that “The situation in Vynnyky indicates (the pos-
sibility of) [...] forming joint settlements with a
mixed population” [Peleshchishin 1998a, 191], in-
habited by people of both the FBC and TC. The
above-quoted remarks brought new attention of
researchers to the Vynnyky area. Of special inter-
est were clusters of burnt daub unearthed during
Peleschchychyn’s excavations, which could be in-
terpreted as remains of dwellings [Peleshchishin
1994; 1995; 1998]. The discovery was made a part
of then-ongoing discussion in Polish archaeo-
logical literature concerning adaptation of the
TC tradition of using clay in construction in the
FBC milieu [Kowalczyk 1958; Kosko 1981; 1988;
Guminski 1989; Papiernik, Rybicka 2002].

Dwellings from Vynnyky-Lisivka

The new phase of archaeological research
at the Vynnyky-Lisivka site started in 2016 That
year marks the discovery of a large cluster of burnt

daub (fig. 3; 4) [Rybicka et al. 2018; Diachenko et al.
2019]. Excavation of the surroundings of the cluster
were continued in 2017-2019 (fig. 3-5). These field-

works resulted in a discovery of remains of struc-
ture build using construction clay [Diachenko et
al. 2019], and the second identified only from post-
holes (fig. 5). In order to determine what was the

function of unearthed clusters of daub and how the
space around them was managed, the pottery finds
from the archaeological trenches were analysed not
only in relation to the entire collection, but also in

context of specific zones distinguished in the sur-
roundings of the cluster of construction clay [Haw-
inskyj, Rybicka 2021].

All things considered, it seems that in the
excavated part of the Vynnyky-Lisivka settlement
there were uncovered remains of two structures.
The bigger one, build using daub, was most likely
oriented along the N-S axis (fig. 5). Due to the state
of preservation of the feature, it is hard to estimate
its original dimensions. Based on the layout of the
construction clay, we could deduce that southern
and northern walls of the construction collapsed
to the western direction. It is the remains of those
walls that were documented during the fieldworks
in a form of clusters of burnt daub. Judging from
analogous features, we could interpret the struc-
ture as remains of a dwelling. For example, a
cluster of construction clay of very similar layout
was identified during an excavation of the central
structure of the settlement in Annopol, site 1, be-
longing to the eastern group of the FBC (fig. 6)
[Papiernik, Rybicka 2002, 28, fig. 13-14; Rybicka
2004, 175]. The manner of utilizing the area sur-
rounding the latter dwelling was not purely eco-
nomic. It seems that the space may have been
used for some additional social functions, most
likely of a ritual nature [Rybicka 2004, 196-198].
The period of FBC occupation of Annopol, site 1,
was dated between 3500-3300 BC [Rybicka 2004;
2017]. The case of Vynnyky-Lisivka, there are no
features in the surrounding of the clay house sug-
gesting its non-economic purpose.

Detailed analysis of distribution of
artifacts near the house at the Vynnyky-Li-
sivka site did not result in identifying zones
that could have been used only for one spe-
cific activity. The area with most of the waste
was located north, east, and south of the
construction. What is more, this part of the
surroundings of the dwelling was sporadi-
cally utilized for economic purposes. We
could deduce that such activities may have
taken place in this zone based on discovered
flint artefacts (fig. 7), as well as potsherds
(fig. 8). Similarly, spindle whorls were un-
earthed in few places around the structure
(fig. 8), which suggests that probably there
were no separate spaces where they would
be used. The area to the west of the dwelling likely
was not so intensively utilized (fig. 4; 6-7). It should
be noted that no recessed objects sunken features
of an economic function were unearthed near the
building. Thus, based on the manner of perform-
ing various economic activities in the area around
the house, we should interpret the space as a court-
yard [comp. Grygiel 1986, 277; Pelisiak 1985; 2003;
Rybicka 2004].

According to Andrzej Pelisiak [Pelisiak 2003,
120-121], a prehistoric a house and its yard, with
surrounding pits and artefacts, meets the defini-
tion of a farm. The scholar described many pos-
sible purposes of a yard, including those linked
with preparing food, as well as manufacturing and
repairing tools. It seems that the area around the
analysed dwelling from Vynnyky-Lisivka could be
treated as such.

The second building discovered at the site,
whose construction was based on posts, was ori-
ented along the E-W axis and much smaller than
the dwelling descried above. It is hard to determine
the specific function of the structure; although we
could suspect that it could have served some eco-
nomic purposes. Functionally, the building may
have been a part of the yard, integrally linked to
the house. We need to keep in mind, however, that
at the present state of research we cannot precise-
ly estimate the size of an area of immediate sur-
roundings of the dwelling.

Discussion
As noted by Aleksander Kosko [Kosko 1981,
149], “the wide application of clay in construction

to finishing earthen floors and erecting walls (built
in a wattle and daub method) represent a complete
novum in cultural tradition of the Lowland societies.
The new technique is strongly correlated with the
presence of the Mgtwy cultural component”. Accord-

ing to the researcher, construction details of one of
Late Neolithic dwellings discovered in Kuyavia close-
ly resembled those of a TC house [Kosko 1981, 149].

Various remarks on the theories of Aleksand-
er Kosko [Kosko 1981; 1988] were included in the
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1986, 172; Rybicka 2004, 201]. The presence
of the know-how was documented in various
regions and chronological stages of the eastern
group [Wawrzykowska 1981, 110; Kosko, Sz-
myt 2015; Tetzlaff 1981, 171-172; Diachenko
et al. 2018; Pelisiak 1985; 2003; Rzepecki 2014;
Grygiel 2016], as well as in the south-eastern
group of the FBC [Guminski 1989, 23-25;
Pipes et al. 2014]. Consequently, at the present
stage of research, the hypothesis of Aleksander
Kosko [Kosko 1981; 1988] claiming that Low-
land societies of the Matwy group of the FBC
adapted the technique of using clay in house
building from Eastern European communities
a | seems quite debatable.

To explain whether the emergence of
FBC dwellings whose walls and floors were
covered by a thick layer of clay plaster could
have been caused by influences of the TC, first
we should analyse building techniques in the
border zone of the two cultures.

Clusters of burnt daub were identified
during archaeological research at few FBC
settlements in the Bug River basin, such as
Grédek Nadbuzny [Kowalczyk 1958; Pok-
lewski 1958; Guminski 1989], Zimno [Pele-
schishin 2004], and Lezhnitsa [Rybicka et al.
2019]. The area of the features varied from 8
m’ [Lezhnitsa, Rybicka et al. 2019] to 20 m?
[Guminski 1989, 22-24]. A relatively small
b | cluster discovered in Lezhnitsa consisted of
fragments less than 5 cm in diameter, some-

publication of FBC dwellings from Annopol, site 1,
Mazovian province [Papiernik, Rybicka 2002], since
the more recent research proves that the custom of
using daub in construction of houses on the Polish
Lowlands was not always associated with the so-
called “Matwy group” of the FBC [Rybicka 2004].
What is more, it seems that Lowland FBC com-
munities knew the technique of plastering walls of
dwellings much earlier than previously thought,
that is in the initial Sarnowo phase [comp. Wiklak

times with imprints of wattle. The thickness of
the feature measured from 10 to 23 cm. During
the excavation of the layer, researchers discovered
a large number of artefacts [Rybicka et al. 2019,
14-15]. The state of preservation of the burnt daub
unearthed in Grédek Nadbuzny differed of those
in the cluster from Lezhnitsa [Guminski 1989, 22-
24]. Witold Guminski noted that such features,
the area of whose could reach 20 m?, consisted of
“lumps of clay with loess, dried or burnt to vary-
ing degrees, often mixed with chaft or chopped
straw. Diameters of larger fragments rarely ex-
ceeded 30 cm, and irregular shaped pieces pre-
vailed over fragments of rectangular corners and
even ‘tiles’ 2-4 ¢cm thick” [Guminski 1989, 22]. On
fragments of daub from Grédek Nadbuzny were
preserved imprints of posts, twigs, and wattle. De-
tailed analysis of the debris revealed no fragments

of earthen floors or collapsed ceilings. Thus, the
clusters of daub could represent remains of walls
of constructions built without foundations, the
outer and inner side of which were covered with
clay. According to W. Guminski [Guminski 1989],
the structures collapsed inwards. Similarly, to the
feature from Lezhnitsa, the layers of construction

clay found in Grédek Nadbuzny yielded a large
number of archaeological finds.

Witold Guminski [Guminski 1989, 25] be-
lieved that the clusters of daub excavated in Grédek
Nadbuzny, dubbed ‘ploshchadkas, may have been
inspired by the architecture of Eastern European
cultural circles. The scholar noted that similar fea-

tures were unearthed at FBC settlements in Lezh-
nitsa [Rybicka et al. 2019] and Zimno [Pelesh-
chishin 2004]. Both in Grédek Nadbuzny and
Zimno [Peleshchishin 2004], archaeologists dis-
covered many examples of imported vessels repre-
senting the CII phase of the TC [Guminski 1989,
53-54, fig. 40; Zawislak 2013; Rybicka 2017], as
well as finds from Volhynian flint [Balcer 1983; Di-
achenko, Rybicka 2019]. In the opinion of Bogdan

Balcer [Balcer 1983], the FBC settlement in Grodek
Nadbuzny played a crucial role in trading artefacts
made from this raw material. Imports of TC pottery
were also identified in the collection from Lezhnit-
sa [Rybicka et al. 2019, 40-42].

During the existence of the FBC settlements
in Western Volhynia described above, the western
frontier of TC oecumene of the early CII phase
was reaching the Ikva River [Rybicka 2017; Verte-
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letskyi 2020]. Thus, the area between the latter
watercourse and the middle Horyn River could
be treated as the borderland of the FBC and TC
[Rybicka 2017]. Numerous FBC imports found at
TC settlements [Pasterkiewicz et al. 2013], as well
as cases of syncretism such as those observed in
Novomalin-Podobanka [Diachenko et al. 2016;
Rybicka 2017], show the intensity of cultural con-
tacts between communities representing the FBC
and TC in Western Volhynia. Yet, there is still
room for discussion regarding character of TC
dwellings from the region. According to Alek-
sandr Diachenko [Diachenko 2016], a cluster of
burnt daub excavated in Nowomalin-Podobanka
should be interpreted as remains of a ‘ploshchad-
ka, making it the first well-documented feature
of this kind from Western Volhynia. This theory
was recently challenged by Dmytro Verteletskyi
[Verteletskyi 2020], who pointed out that the lay-
out of the feature is consistent with the character-
istics of furnaces [comp. Diachenko, Sobkowiak-
Tabaka 2020, 149]. For that reason, it seems that
we still do not have enough data to determine if
FBC dwellings from Western Volhynia showed
similarities to TC houses from the region.
Remains of a FBC dwelling discovered in Vy-
nnyky-Lisivka differ significantly from remains of
houses identified in Grédek Nadbuzny [Guminski
1989]. Among the most essential disparities, we

should name lack of sunken features (such as fur-
naces), size of clusters of construction clay, frequen-
cy of archaeological finds, as well as manner of col-
lapsing walls. The layout of daub fragments in the
feature from Vynnyky-Lisivka resembles dwellings
of the eastern group of the FBC on the Polish Low-
lands [Pelisiak 1985; 2002; 2003; Papiernik, Rybicka
2002; Rybicka 2004]. We should keep in mind,
however, that remains of houses found in Vynnyky-
Lisivka, Grodek Nadbuzny [Guminski 1989], and
Lezhnitsa [Rybicka et al. 2019] clearly diverge from
the classical TC dwellings [Markevich 1981], both
in terms of construction techniques as well as in-
ternal layout. On the other hand, clusters of burnt
daub interpreted as a debris of FBC houses with no
foundations show some resemblances to remains of
light TC constructions. Examples of such structures
are known from sites Kurgany-Dubova [Diachenko
2016] or Vynnyky-Zhupan [Diachenko et al. 2019],
dated to the late 4th Millenium BC [Rybicka et al.
2019, Table 4]. As it was already mentioned, very
similar buildings are characteristic for the eastern
group of the FBC [Pelisiak 2003; Rybicka 2004].
At the present state of research, there is still not
enough information to assess if the observed par-
allels between dwellings of the FBC and those of
younger stages of the TC could be linked to similar
settlement systems and economy, specifically with
more mobile way of life.

Sling in the Armament of Scythian female warriors

The article deals with one of the types of hand-held throwing weapons - the sling. Such weapons were used not only for
hunting, but also in battles. Many peoples on different continents used it for a long time; from the end of the Palaeolithic until
the 17th century. Judging by the archaeological data, the Scythian female warriors also used the sling. Throwing projectiles were
discovered in their graves, and just in one case the remains of a leather belt were recorded. Rounded stone projectiles were used
exclusively, specimens made of clay or metal are not known up-to-date. Stone projectiles were found in 11,6% of the Scythian
Amazons’ graves. Usually, from one to five of such specimens were put in the grave. This weapon required special skills and
strength, given the heavy weight of the ammunition. In addition, as the example of other armies shows, the slingers formed
separate troops that performed special tactical tasks. Obviously, for the Scythians, such conduct of the battle was unacceptable.
This is probably why the sling did not become a popular weapon among the Amazons, who preferred to use a bow with arrows
and spears in battles.

Prastia in armamentul razboinicilor sciti

In articolul de fati se analizeazd unul din tipurile de arme de aruncat — prastia. Astfel de arme erau folosite nu numai pen-
tru vanatoare, dar si in luptd. Prastia a fost folositd de multe popoare de pe diferite continente pentru o lungi perioada de timp
— de la sfarsitul paleoliticului pana in secolul al XVII-lea. Judecand dupa datele arheologice, rizboinicii sciti la fel cunosteau si
utilizau prastia. In mormintele lor s-au descoperit proiectile din piatri si doar intr-un singur caz au fost depistate fragmente ale
unei centuri de piele. Au fost folosite doar bile din piatrd, exemplare din lut sau metal nu sunt cunoscute pani in prezent. Bile
din piatra au fost descoperite in 11,6% din mormintele amazoanelor scitice. De obicei, in morméant se puneau de la una la cinci
astfel de piese. Aceastd armi necesita abilititi si rezistentd speciald, avand in vedere greutatea semnificativd a munitiei. In plus,
dupa cum aratd exemplul altor armate, detasamentele care aveau prastii indeplineau sarcini tactice speciale si erau separate de
alte categorii. Evident, pentru sciti, o astfel de conduita a bitaliei era inacceptabild. Acesta este, probabil, motivul pentru care
prastia nu a devenit o arma populara in randul amazoanelor, care preferau s foloseasca arcul cu ségeti i sulite in lupta.

Treasure of Olbia coins from the valley of the Kuchurgan river: a new interpretation

The reconstruction of the eponymous chronology of Olbia Pontike IV-I centuries BC allowed to solve a number of a chrono-
logical problems of lapidary, magic, ceramic epigraphy, and numismatics. In particular, in 2020 year it was established that the mint-
ing of “Borysphenes” lasted for about 110 years from 330 BC until 219-217 BC with significant interruptions. This article substantiates
the hypothesis that in the interval between the minting of “Borysphenes” of the middle and junior groups, another copper was minted.
The hoard from the valley of the Kuchurgan river is a purse reflecting the circulation of copper coins in the Olbian polis in 240 - the
beginning of 230 BC., i.e., in the chronological interval between the issue of medium and small groups of “Borysphenes”. The “Borys-
phenes” of the middle groups, the “Demeter-Athene-arms” and the “Bearded Deity-Dolphin” coins contain legends associated with
historical figures from the decree in honour of Protogenes — Protogenes himself, also, the priest-eponyms Herodoros, Pleistarchus
and, probably, Formiones. The stamp “dolphin-star” on the “Borysphenes” was carried out from 240 BC until minting was com-
pleted in 219-217 BC. The limited amount of stamping (about 8.5% of “Borysphenes”) probably had a narrow aim - for instance,
to recover debts at the special rate of 1:400 to Protogenes, Kleombrotus, etc. The “Demeter- Athene-arms” coins underwent a mass
recoining of the “Helium-protome” type shortly after their issue in 240 BC.

Evidente arheologice si arheozoologice

Sacidava — a military outpost of the Moesic limes. Archaeological and archaeozoological evidence

During the Principality, Sacidava was an important military outpost that served mainly the town of Tropaeum Traiani,
controlling the supply and transport in the moesic sector of the Danubian limes. This role will determine the development of
the fortress and the appearance of civil structures outside the walls (extramuros), thus becoming an important landmark in the
area in the 5th — 6th centuries A.D., and a representation of the power of the Roman Empire in an area of continual conflict.
Archaeological research carried out until 1979 identified the main features of the fortress and proposed a stratigraphy. In 2014,
archaeological research was resumed, in order to clarify the levels of intramural habitation and to verify the chronology previ-
ously proposed. So far, 5 sections have been excavated, through which the aim was to identify a presumed access road that con-
nected the East and West gates of the fortress, the research of the complexes, the possible identification of the precint wall, the
completion of the previous research at the East Gate. Archaeological research has identified a number of complexes, including
two late Roman dwellings (one with an interior pavement), a pit used for the production of the construction binder, a section
of via (?), which probably corresponds to the eastern access axis, and part of the perimeter walls of buildings of considerable
size. In the 2019-2021 archeological campaigns, faunal remains were also collected, their analysis being presented in the article.

Sacidava - un avanpost militar al limesului moesic. Evidente arheologice si arheozoologice

In timpul Principatului, Sacidava a reprezentat un important avanpost militar care deservea in principal orasul Tropaeum
Traiani, controland aprovizionarea si transportul in sectorul moesic al limesului dunirean. Acest rol va determina dezvoltarea
cetatii si aparitia structurilor civile extramuros, devenind astfel un reper important in zona in secolele V-VI p.Chr. si o reprezen-
tare a puterii Imperiului Roman intr-o zond de conflict continuu. Cercetarile arheologice efectuate pand in 1979 au identificat
principalele caracteristici ale cetitii si au propus o stratigrafie. In 2014, cercetirile arheologice au fost reluate, pentru a clarifica
nivelurile de locuire intramuros si pentru a verifica cronologia propusa anterior. Au fost sipate, pana in prezent, 5 sectiuni, prin
care s-a urmdrit identificarea unei prezumtive cdi de acces care unea portile de est si vest ale cettii, cercetarea complexelor
apdrute, eventuala identificare a zidului de incinta, completarea cercetérii la Poarta de est. Cercetarile arheologice au identificat
o serie de complexe, inclusiv doud locuinte romane tarzii (una cu pavaj interior), o groapd utilizatd pentru producerea liantului
de constructie, un tronson din via (?), care corespunde, probabil, axei de acces estice, precum si o parte a zidurilor perimetrice
ale unor cladiri de dimensiuni considerabile. In campaniile arheologice 2019-2021 au fost colectate si rimasite faunistice, analiza
acestora fiind prezentatd in articol.

Incepand cu anul 2014 a fost reluati cerceta-
rea arheologica in situl de epoca romana Sacida-
va, pand in anul 2021 fiind efectuate cinci campa-
nii’. Timpul nefavorabil, localizarea sitului, dar si
finantarea insuficientd a determinat nerespectarea
planului de cercetare propus initial, care prevedea
sdpaturi ample si intense, in zona Portii de est, pe
axa Est-Vest, cu scopul de a surprinde prezumti-
va legiturd dintre cele doua porti ale cetatii, dar
si complexele situate in acest areal. De asemenea,
planul prevedea, in aceastd prima etapa, si relua-
rea integrald a cercetarii la Poarta de est, pentru a
descoperi elemente suplimentare fatd de cerceta-
rea initiala.

A. Cadrul geografic si localizarea sitului

Situl arheologic Sacidava (RAN 61032.02;
LMI CT-I-s-A-02654), este situat in Dobrogea,
Roménia, pe un deal (Muzait) de pe malul drept al
Dunarii, situat la circa 5 km Nord-Est de satul Du-
ndreni, comuna Aliman, jud. Constanta, de care
apartine administrativ.

In antichitate, Sacidava romanai era situati in
partea sud-vestica a provinciei Scythia, fiind parte
a complexului militar (limes) construit de-a lungul
Dunarii incepand cu secolul I p.Chr. Fortdreata a
avut o evolutie neintreruptd incepand cu secolul I
p.Chr. si pand in primul sfert al secolului VII, fiind
unul dintre cele trei complexe arheologice locali-
zate pe platoul dealului Muzait.

In imediata vecinitate a Sacidavei romane se
afla o asezare getica, localizatd la circa 200 m est
de asezarea romana fortificata, si care are o con-
tinuitate de locuire din secolul IV a.Chr. si pana
la sfarsitul secolului I a.Chr. - inceputul secolu-
lui T p.Chr. (de altfel, insusi toponimul Sacidava
sugereazd cd in acest loc sau in vecinitate se afla
o0 agezare geticd inainte de cucerirea romana).

B. Scurt istoric al sitului

Prima etapa de constructie pare s fie repre-
zentatd de o constructie din vremea lui Traian,
posibil relationata cu razboaiele daco-romane,
bellum Dacicum (inceputul secolului II p.Chr.)
[Tentea et al. 2019, 17].

Pentru secolul III p.Chr. sunt documentate
arheologic un incendiu masiv si o distrugere pu-
ternica, probabil ca rezultat al atacurilor gotice. in
secolul urmitor este constatatd o restaurare a zi-
dului de incinta vestic, dar si o extensie spre sud a
incintei, prin construirea unui nou segment, odata
cu aceste interventii fiind configurat si aspectul,
care se pastreazd pana in prezent, al fortificatie:
plan rectangular, dimensiunile incintei 160x125
m, care imprejmuieste o arie de circa 4 ha, ziduri
masive, cu o grosime de aproximativ 2 m, si tur-
nuri rectangulare (fig. 2).

Spre sfarsitul acestui secol, sunt observate
urmele unui puternic incendiu, iar pentru secolul
V p.Chr. reconstructii repetate la scard micéd sunt
documentate arheologic, dar si straturi de arsura
cu cenusd. Restaurarea si dezvoltarea cetétii de la
inceputul secolului VI p.Chr. este intrerupta de un
mare incendiu, probabil legat de atacul kutrigur
din 559. Reparatiile de pe latura de sud a zidului
incintei sunt datate in a doua jumatate a secolului
VI p.Chr. Ultima etapa a vietuirii in interiorul zi-
durilor Sacidavei are loc in primul sfert al secolului
VII p.Chr. [Scorpan 1972b, 361]. Dupa scoaterea
din functiune a incintei, se constata arheologic o
locuire sporadicd de tip romano-bizantin, iar relu-
area cercetdrilor arheologice din ultimii ani a do-
cumentat, in apropierea Portii de est, o locuire din
secolele VIII-IX [Cliante, Mototolea 2017, 55-56].

literare antice (Notitia Dignitatum: Sacidava, Pro-
copius din Cezareea: Skedeba). Din documentele
epigrafice descoperite pana acum (material litic si
tegular), rezulta cd la Sacidava au avut garnizoana
in secolul II p.Chr. Cohors IV Gallorum [Matei-
Popescu 2001-2002, 208-210] si, probabil, din vre-
mea lui Hadrian, Cohors I Cilicum sagittariorum
milliaria [Matei-Popescu 2001-2002, 199-202].
Ulterior este atestatd o vexillatio din Legio II Her-
culia din Troesmis, iar in timpul Principatului, aici
a fost stationatd o unitate de infanterie, Cohors I
Cilicum milliaria equitata, precum si detasamente
din Legio V Macedonica [Aricescu 1977, 181] si
Legio XI Claudia [Scorpan 1980, 209-210]. In
Notitia Dignitatum. Pars Orientis, XXXIX si XL
[IVR, II 1970, 209-210] apare ca punctul unde a
stationat Cuneus equitum scutariorum, incepand
din primul sfert al secolului IV p.Chr. (unitatea
cea mai sudica de cavalerie din provincia Scythia).
Ulterior fortificatia este mentionatd si de Proco-
pius din Cezareea, intr-o lista a fortificatiilor refa-
cute in provincie (De aedificiis, IV, 11, 20) [IVR, I
1970, 472-473].

D. Prima etapa de cercetare arheologica

Descoperirile intamplatoare, ficute mai ales
in a doua parte a secolului XX - inscriptii funera-
re, altare, stalpi miliari* [Radulescu 1969, 6, 349-
354] si coroborarea datelor furnizate de acestea
cu cele ale izvoarelor literare antice, a permis lo-

calizarea Sacidavei [Scorpan 1977b, 230; Aricescu
1974, 259] si inceperea cercetarii arheologice. Re-
zultatele primelor cercetari (1969-1982) au permis
si primele concluzii privind situatia stratigrafica
[Scorpan 1972a, 308-9], fiind identificate 12 faze
constructive [Scorpan 1973b, 278-9], dintre care
cele mai relevante sunt:

- primele trei niveluri (I, II si III) dateazé din
secolul VI p.Chr., cu precizarea cd nivelul I se in-
cadreaza in prima jumaitate a acestui secol;

- urmatoarele doud niveluri (IV si V) au fost
incadrate cronologic in secolul al V-lea p.Chr.;

- urmatoarele niveluri, respectiv nivelul VI si
nivelul VII, sunt la rAndul lor datate astfel: nivelul
VIin a doua jumdtate a secolului al IV-lea p.Chr.,
si nivelul VII in prima jumatate a aceluiasi secol;

- ultimele trei niveluri (VIIL, IX si X) se inca-
dreaza in secolele II-III p.Chr.

Cercetdrile arheologice efectuate pana in
1982 au evidentiat, pe laturile de Est si Vest,
existenta a doud porti de acces, iar perimetral sapte
turnuri de formd rectangulara (fig. 3). Materialul
arheologic recuperat in timpul sdpaturilor este
foarte variat si in acelasi timp valoros din punct de
vedere stiintific. Este reprezentat, in primul rand,
de formele ceramice: amfore, ulcioare, oale, cini,
farfurii, la care se adauga limpile cu ulei (opaite),
unele dintre ele reprezentand tipuri noi la mo-
mentul descoperirii [Scorpan 1973a, 210; 1973b,
278]. Au fost identificate si forme ceramice locale,
lucrate manual sau la roatd, considerate neroma-
nizate sau in proces de romanizare [Scorpan 1975,

281]. Inscriptiile ocupd un loc aparte printre des-
coperirile de la Sacidava; unele au fost descoperite
intamplator si publicate inainte de inceperea cer-
cetarilor sistematice [Gostar 1963, 299-313], altele
sunt rezultatul cercetdrilor sistematice si au ficut,
la randul lor, obiectul unor studii de specialitate
[Scorpan 1977a, 159-178]. Toate descoperirile din
prima etapa de cercetare sunt prezentate, mai mult
sau mai putin complet, la nivelul interpretarii epo-
cii, intr-o lucrare unitard [Scorpan 1980, passim]
asupra fortificatiilor de pe limes-ul dunérean.

E. Cercetarea arheologica in prezent

Din 2014 se desfisoard etapa actuald. Prin
reluarea cercetarilor® s-a urmdrit:

- studiul zonei intramuros, in special a celei
situate intre cele doud porti, de est si de vest — cla-
rificarea evolutiei in timp a acestui spatiu;

- reluarea sdpaturilor la cele doud porti (in
urma primei etape de cercetare nu existd un plan
pentru poarta de vest);

- verificarea ipotezei unei asemanari plani-
metrice cu cetatea Tropaeum Traiani;

- confirmarea si rafinarea stratigrafiei propu-
se initial;

- identificarea si delimitarea structurilor de
locuire si a lacasurilor de cult.

Se urmadreste, pe langd valorificarea stiintifica
a noilor descoperiri, pregatirea cetdtii pentru in-
troducerea in circuitul turistic prin actiuni de
amenajare, restaurare si conservare a partilor con-
stitutive.

Odatd cu reluarea cercetarilor, pentru o
eficienta sporita, cetatea a fost impartitd, metodolo-
gic, in mai multe sectoare, corespunzitoare puncte-
lor cardinale, fiind stabilite, teoretic, patru perime-
tre egale (Nord, Vest, Est si Sud).

in campaniile 2014-2016, cercetérile au con-
firmat existenta unor niveluri tarzii (secolul VI
p.Chr.), cérora li s-au adaugat elemente noi si anu-
me ramadsitele unei constructii ce pare sa dateze din
prima fazd a fortificatiei (secolele II-III p.Chr.?), dar
si un nivel de locuire medievala timpurie (secolele
VIII-IX), in apropierea portii de rasérit.

In campania arheologica 2014 a fost deschi-
sd o sectiune S1 (26x2 m), amplasata la circa 7-8

m Vest de Poarta de Est, cu orientare Nord-Sud.
Cercetirile din aceasta sectiune au continuat, in-
termitent si pe perioade scurte, in 2015 si 2016.
Au apdrut mai multe resturi de locuinte, datand
din diferite perioade istorice: spre capatul nordic
al tronsonului (carourile 1-3), de sub un strat de
moloz, amestecat cu multd cenusa, a fost partial

dezvelitd pardoseala unei case, amenajata cu frag-
mente de tigle si pamant galben; in sectorul co-
respunzator carourilor 6-7, sub un strat de moloz,
s-au descoperit ramasitele unui alt nivel si s-a re-
cuperat o moneda de la Iustin I (518-527); la li-
mita carourilor 8 si 9 au fost dezvelite ramasitele
unei alte case (fig. 4) respectiv parti din podea-
ua acesteia, din care au fost recuperate, pe langa
fragmente de amfore globulare decorate cu striuri
valurite si amfore decorate ,,cu coaste”, fragmente
de amfore tarzii de tip cilindric, cu peretii grosi,
decorati cu caneluri adanci, tipuri categoriale cu
largd circulatie in secolul VI p.Chr. Materialele
recuperate au fost, dupd cum am mentionat mai
sus, in principal ceramica, dar si fragmente de sti-
cla si diverse obiecte metalice precum si, mai rar,
monede, incadrarea cronologica a majoritatii des-
coperirilor fiind de secol VI p.Chr. [Colesniuc et
al. 2020, 380, fig.5]. In sectorul aferent carourilor
4-6 au fost cercetate partial vestigiile unei locuinte
medievale timpurii, atribuitd secolelor VIII-IX, in
baza eramicii specifice, toata descoperitd in stare
fragmentara. Este partial amenajatd, cu pereti din
piatrd de dimensiuni mici sau mijlocii amestecate
cu bucati de caramida si tigla, ca liant fiind folosit
pamantul galben, cu podea de pamant intérit cu
fragmente de tigla [Cliante 2015, 126].

Pentru o mai buna surprindere a complexelor
deja aparute, in urméitoarea campanie cercetarea
s-a concentrat in zona centrald a S1, fiind deschis
o casetd, cu dimensiuni 8x8 m. Au fost evidentiate:
un paviment de pietre rotunjite (fig. 5), ingrijit dis-
puse, cu dimensiunile 2x3 m, care apare la - 0,40 m
fatd de nivelul de calcare (situat pe directia Portii
de est); un zid de mari dimensiuni dispus trans-
versal pe sectiune; un paviment compus din cérd-
mizi aranjate ordonat, pe un strat de pamant intarit
special in acest scop (acesta apare la — 0,90 m fata
de nivelul de célcare, dispus pe directia Nord-Est/
Sud-Vest, cu dimensiunile 2x0,60 m). In stratul de
pamant de deasupra pavimentului au fost gésite o
fusaiola si doud monede mici de bronz, datate in
secolul V p.Chr. [Cliante, Mototo-
lea 2017, 55].

In campania arheologici din
2019, cercetdrile au continuat, fi-
ind deschisd o noud sectiune S2,
dispusd paralel cu S1 si orientata
pe directia Nord-Sud. In urma
cercetdrii arheologice au fost
identificate 9 complexe, inclusiv 2
locuinte romane tarzii — una din-
tre ele cu pavaj interior (fig. 6), o
groapi folositd pentru producerea
liantului de constructie (mortar de
var), un segment de drum, care co-
respunde, dupi toate probabilitatile, axei de acces
dinspre est si situatd in continuarea pavimentului

descoperit in campaniile precedente,
si partial, peretii perimetrali ai unui
imobil de dimensiuni considerabile
[Colesniuc et al. 2020a, 129]. In sta-
diul actual al cercetirii, consideram
ca, din punct de vedere cronologic,
toate complexele identificate se in-
cadreaza in secolul VI p.Chr. i, mai
precis, in a doua jumdtate a acestu-
ia. Acest detaliu este confirmat si de
descoperirea, in stratul arheologic, a
patru monede (hemifolles) datate in
vremea lui Tustin al IT-lea [Colesniuc
et al. 2020b, 381, fig.9], precum si de
tipologia fragmentelor ceramice re-
cuperate. In ceea ce priveste clidirea
situatd la sud de drumul de acces,
mentiondm faptul ci au fost identificate cel putin
dousd faze constructive, precum si o demolare ma-
siva in faza finald. In interiorul acestei constructii
au fost identificate resturile unui canal de scur-
gere din piatra si mortar hidrofug, peste care s-a
prébusit acoperisul din tigld. Pe profilul stratigra-
fic dinspre Est a fost identificata amprenta unei
demantelari masive, proeminentd spre latura Su-
dicd a sectiunii. Aici a fost descoperitd o baza ma-
sivd de coloand, in pozitie secundard, care poate
constitui un argument pentru monumentalitatea
constructiei (fig. 7).

In campania arheologicd din anul 2020 s-a
continuat cercetarea in sectiunea S1, in capétul
de Nord al acesteia fiind identificat coltul unei
constructii de mari dimensiuni [Colesniuc et al.
2021, 84]. De asemenea, a fost deschisd o noud

sectiune S3, orientatd Est-Vest, dispusa perpendi-
cular pe S2, avand dimensiunile de 20x2 m. Scopul
acestei noi sectiuni a fost acela de a verifica traseul
constructiei recent descoperite in partea de nord a
S1. In egald masura, sectiunea S3 a urmdrit verifica-
rea si documentarea traseului zidului de incinté pe
latura de est a fortificatiei. In urma cercetarii arhe-
ologice efectuate in sectiunea S3, la addncimea de
0,45-0,60 m a fost identificat un strat gros de mor-

tar friabil, imprastiat uniform,
care acoperd cel putin doua
complexe; unul dintre acestea
este lucrat din piatra si cdramizi
legate cu mortar, in tehnica
opus mixtum, fiind vizibile inca
doud dintre asizele de cirdmida
si patru asize de piatra. Mate-
rialul ceramic descoperit este
fragmentar si redus numeric.
Se evidentiazd citeva castroa-
ne produse in ateliere africane,
precum si o serie de opaite, de
factura dunireana.

Cercetdrile arheologice realizate in campania
arheologica aanului 2021 au continuat in sectiunea
S3, sectiune deschisa in campania arheologicé din
anul precedent, iar pentru o mai buna intelegere a
situatiei, a fost sdpatd o noua sectiune S4, parale-
13 cu S3 si perpendiculard pe S1, cu dimensiunile
de 16x2 m, in care au aparut ziduri si numeroase
fragmente litice, rezultate probabil dintr-o dara-
matura, unele dintre ele legate cu mortar. Pentru
stabilirea relatiei complexelor aparute cu Poarta
de Est si, eventual, surprinderea zidului de incin-
td estic si relatia acestuia cu poarta, a fost trasatd

0 noua sectiune S5, paraleld cu S4
si perpendiculara pe S1, cu aceleasi
dimensiuni ca S4 - 16x2 m. In caro-
urile C4-8 a fost surpinsd si vechea
sdpatura de la Poarta de Est, realizata
de Constantin Scorpan in anii 70 ai
secolului trecut (fig. 8). In pregitirea
campaniei viitoare, a fost curdtat si
perimetrul Portii de Est, aflat la sud
de sectiunea S5 (fig. 9).

In toate cele trei sectiuni (S3, S4
si S5) au fost descoperite fragmente ce-
ramice databile in secolul VI p.Chr. si
fragmente osteologice. Materialul ceramic a fost trans-
portat la Laboratorul de restaurare — conservare din
cadrul Muzeului de Istorie Nationald si Arheologie
Constanta (MINAC), pentru curatare si restaurare.

In intervalul 27-29 septembrie 2021, in cadrul
proiectului LDL* 2020-2022 (lider de proiect Da-
nube University Krems, Austria, MINAC fiind ASP)
au fost efectuate prospectiuni geofizice intramuros,
de catre operatorul german LBI ArchPro (fig. 10).
Rezultatele comunicate vor ajuta la stabilirea strate-
giei de cercetare intramuros din campaniile viitoare.

F. Materialul arheozoologic. Analiza si in-

Cercetdrile arheologice desfisurate in peri-
oada 2019-2021 au dus la colectarea unui generos
material faunistic, predat spre studiu Laborato-
rului de Arheozoologie al Facultitii de Biologie
din cadrul Universititii ,,Alexandru Ioan Cuza’
Iasi, in baza unui protocol interinstitutional. Me-
todologia studiului este specifica arheozoologiei,
constand in principal din identificari anatomice,
taxonomice si tafonomice, codificare si cuantifi-

care a datelor. Cuantificarea arheozoologica are
ca scop evaluarea frecventelor relative ale specii-
lor identificate pentru a estima resursele animale
si practicile de subzistentd (cresterea animalelor,
vanatoarea, pescuitul).

Materialele faunistice recoltate in campa-
niile 2019 si 2020 au fost analizate, in cele ce ur-
meaza fiind prezentate concluziile rezultate. Au

fost colectate 447 resturi faunistice, de origine
menajerd, care au fost distribuite la trei grupe ta-
xonomice - pesti, pasdri si mamifere. Esantionul
este constituit in cea mai mare parte din oase, la
acestea adaugandu-se dinti si procese cornulare,
structuri rezistente in timp in sediment datoritd
compozitiei lor.

De la pesti au fost identificate sapte fragmen-

te, care provin de la crap, somn si stiuci.

Pentru pdésari au fost identificate doua
fragmente, unul provenind de la gaina si al
doilea de la o pasére de talie mare (probabil
acvaticd).

Din
cele 438 resturi de la mamifere, 65 nu au
putut fi identificate pand la nivel de specie,
datorita fragmentarii lor accentuate; ele sunt
reprezentate de fragmente de oase lungi, oase
late, cranii, coaste si vertebre. 89,28% dintre

crescute si gdini. Grupul mamiferelor domestice
cuprinde sapte specii (vitd domestica, oaie, caprd,
porc cal, magar, caine). Cainele nu avea importanta
in economia alimentard a asezarii. Cele mai multe
resturi apartin vitei domestice (46,65%), urmata
de ovicaprine (20,64%) si porc (17,16%).

Véndtoarea si pescuitul aveau o importanta
redusd comparativ cu cresterea animalelor, pentru
procurarea proteinei animale. De la mamiferele
salbatice provin 40 fragmente, si au fost identifica-
te patru specii din acest grup: cerb, mistret, cipri-
or si bour; ponderea cea mai ridicata o au resturile
de cerb si mistret.

Rosiori-Dulcesti (Neamt county). Scythian arrowheads

Four bronze arrowheads were discovered during four archaeological research campaigns (in 2005, 2015, 2018 and 2021).
The pieces of armament are specific to the Scythian culture, the main feature being their triangular shape, with the sides in three
wings or facets. According to the particular elements, they can be divided into two categories: arrowheads with a long sleeve (2)
and arrowheads with a short sleeve (2). An item was found in an archaeological feature and the other three are from the living
level. Although the arrowheads with the short sleeve are considered older, we date them back to the 4th-3rd centuries BC in
comparison with the other finds and pottery from the Getic culture level.

Rosiori-Dulcesti (judetul Neamt). Varfuri de sageti scitice

In patru campanii de cercetiri arheologice (din anii 2005, 2015, 2018 si 2021) au fost descoperite patru varfuri de sigeti
de bronz. Piesele de armament sunt specifice culturii scitice, principala caracteristicé fiind forma triunghiulara cu laturile in trei
aripioare sau muchii. Potrivit elementelor particulare, pot fi impirtite in doua categorii: varfuri de sageti cu tub de inmanusare
lung (2) si varfuri de sdgeti cu tub de inmanusare scurt (2). O piesa a fost gasitd intr-un complex arheologic, iar celelalte trei sunt
din nivelul de locuire.

Introducere

Situl arheologic de la Rosiori, comuna Dulcesti,
judetul Neamt a fost descoperit de semnatarul aces-
tor randuri cu prilejul unei periegheze, desfasurata
in 2003.

Penultima piesa a fost descoperitd in cam-
pania anului 2018, in stratul sectiunii S.XII, ¢.3,
la 0,40 m adancime (fig. 3,1-2), in preajma unei
locuinte getice (notatd Loc.

Ultimul varf de sdgeata este din cea mai re-
centd campanie, din anul 2021, gasit in nivelul de
locuire al sectiunii S.XVTI, c.4, la 0,60 m adénci-
me, cu prilejul extinderii spre est a unei locuinte
getice (notatd Loc.

M.3 din tumulul 16 si din mormantul M.2 din tu-
mulul 14 de la Crihana Veche [Ciobanu et al. 2019,
105, fig. 34.16.2, 110, fig. 39.2.5]. In ultima situatie
mentionata, asocierea celor doud tipuri de varfuri de
sdgeti in acelasi mormant (cu tub lung si tub scurt
de inménusare) ne oferd o datare comund si anume
in secolele IV-III a.Chr. [Ciobanu et al. 2019, 105,
114]. Alte situri in care s-au descoperit varfuri de
sageti piramidale sunt la Celic-Dere [Simion 1992,

Datare si interpretari

Cele patru varfuri de sageti de bronz, de la
Rosiori, considerate de tip scitic, au fost desco-
perite atat in nivel (trei), cat si intr-un complex

arheologic (unul), majoritatea la 0,40 m adanci-
me. Conform caracteristicilor, doud au tubul de
inménusare lung, iar alte doua au tubul scurt, la
nivelul laturilor (de tip piramidal). Primele doua
mentionate dispun de trei aripioare, iar ultimele
doud au trei muchii. Prin raportarea la una din
monografiile cunoscute specialistilor, piesele ce-
lor doua categorii amintite au circulat in perioa-
de apropiate: varfurile cu tubul scurt, aproape de
nivelul laturilor (cele piramidale) sunt mai vechi,
datate in veacurile V-IV a.Chr, iar cele cu tubul
lung sunt specifice veacurilor IV-III a.Chr., fiind
de tipul A-B [Meliukova 1964, 23, Tab. 9, A-B].
Cele mai concludente datiri le oferd vérfurile de
sageti descoperite in asociere cu tolbele (fragmen-
tare sau intregi) din complexele funerare scitice
(cazul necropolei de la Nicolaevka, Ucraina) [pen-
tru alte tipologii si datari de consultat Grechko
2010, 206-207, ris. 59-60; Hellmuth-Kramberger
2014, 1-38; Polin, Daragan 2021, 379-416].
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Potrivit tipologiei si analogiilor mentionate,
primele doua varfuri de sageti descrise, de la
Rosiori, se aseamana cu exemplarele intalnite in se-
turile cu tolbe din al patrulea grup cronologic, da-
tate in sferturile al doilea si al treilea ale secolului al
IV-lea a.Chr. (intre 390/380 si 340/330 a.Chr.).

Este posibil, indiferent de perioada maxima
de circulatie, ca varfurile de sageti mai vechi sa
fi fost refolosite i mai tirziu, motiv pentru care
considerdm piesele cu tubul scurt ca fiind produ-
se si folosite pand tarziu, alaturi de varfurile cu
tubul lung. In alta ordine de idei, avand ca punct
de reper exemplele amintite (de la Celic Dere si
Crihana Veche) si potrivit ceramicii din nivelul de

locuire, cele patru piese de armament din asezarea
getica de la Rosiori se dateaza in perioada secolu-
lui al IV-lea - inceputul secolului al ITI-lea a.Chr.

In privinta locului descoperirii, in majorita-
tea cazurilor, aceste varfuri de sageti se intalnesc in
mormintele scitice tumulare, dupa care in cetatile
si asezdrile getice. Pentru vérfurile de sageti de la
Rosiori (fig. 1) se poate remarca distanta lor apro-
piata, luate doua cate doud, insd de tipuri diferite:
in latura de sud, cele din 2005 si 2015, iar in latura
de nord, obiectele din 2018 si 2021.

Hoard of horse gear items of Cimmerian times from Kyiv region, Ukraine

During the earthworks near Biryuky village in Kyiv region, a hoard consisting of 91 metal items, including 3 silver and
88 bronze pieces, was found. This hoard represents items of horse gear and can be attributed to the early Iron Age - 8" century
B.C. This is the first time that such items, typical of Central and South-Eastern Europe, are found in this territory. In terms of
the number of the items found, this is one of the largest hoards finds known up to date. Attribution, as well as the spectral com-
position of the items, has been conducted. The composition of the metal elements allows to suggest Naholniy Ridge in Luhansk
oblast to be the source of raw materials for manufacturing the bronze and silver items from the hoard. Thus, the questions arise
about the manufacturing place of the items and of the ways the raw materials were delivered.

In timpul unor lucrari agricole efectuate in apropierea satului Biriuki din regiunea Kiev, a fost descoperit un depozit,
compus din 91 de obiecte metalice, dintre care trei piese de argint si 88 de bronz.Acest depozitcontinepiese de harnasament si
poate fi atribuit perioadei timpurii a epocii fierului — secolul al VIII-lea a.Chr. Aceasta este prima astfel de descoperire cu piese
tipice pentru Europa Central si de Sud-Est din zona respectiva. In ceea ce priveste numarul de obiecte pe care le continea, acest
depozit este, pana in prezent, unul dintre cele mai mari. In acest articol este discutati problema cronologiei pieselor si sunt pre-
zentate rezultatele analizelor spectrale. Elementele din compozitia metalelor permite sa presupunem ci sursa de materii prime
pentru fabricarea pieselor din bronz si argint din acest depozit este Creasta Naholny din regiunea Lugansk. Astfel, se pot formula
ipoteze de lucru referitoare atét la locul producerii pieselor, cat si la modalitatile de transportare a materiilor prime.

complex. Thus, the usage of “hoard finds” notion
is rather relative in this case.

The hoard consists of 91 metal items of horse
gear (fig. 1-9), found during excavations in the
field near Biryuky village (49°43'53"N, 30°17'14"
E 49.731389°, 30.287222°) in Kyiv region (fig. 10).
According to the workers no burial signs (hu-
man or animal bones) were found. There are no
more details on the finds. The man who passed the
hoard finds to the specialists didn’t give his name.

The village is located on the banks of the river
Ros. The fields where the find was made are to the
south of the village. On the map of the 19* centu-
ry there are two mounds (fig. 11). Currently, they
are not visible in the field. There is no information
about the excavation of burial mounds in this area.
The area where the find was made is the high right
bank of the river. The slopes are now in some places

covered with forests, which in ancient times could
be continuous. Traces of an Early Iron Age settle-
ment, whose cultural affiliation and dating have not
been established, have been found in a similar area
of the plateau near the neighboring village.

The hoard finds include 3 silver and 88 bronze
items. Three slotted wheels are made of silver (fig.
1,5-7). The bronze items are: three-looped cheek-
piece (fig. 1,1) three big round wheels with spokes
(fig. 1,2-3), circle-shape plate with crossed straps
inside (fig. 1,10), three triangular plates (fig. 1,4-6)
and 81 round belt ornament plates (fig. 1,11). Be-
low, the description of the items is given.

The cheek-piece (fig. 2; 6,1; lab. no. 1879)"
weighs 95.15 g. The item is 154 mm high (long)
and 8-9 mm thick. Its upper end is convex and ends

with a hemisphere — 15 mm in diameter and 7 mm
high. The lower end has similar ending 13 mm in
diameter and 5 mm in hight. In a plane, the base bar
of the cheek-piece has round tubular loops, one of
which is situated close to the lower end. The inner
diameter of the loops is 8 mm, the external diameter
is 11 mm. There are sharp spikes on the outside of
the base bar of the cheek-piece, opposite the tubes.

Three big wheels with spokes for horse gear
belts are round in plan, with a big mushroom-like
cap.

The first wheel with spoke (fig. 3,1; 6,2; lab.
no. 1876) weighs 42.16 g, its cap is 55 mm in di-
ameter, the cap with the spoke is 17 mm high.
The spoke itself, situated on the other side of the
wheel, is square in plan 15x15.5 mm, 14 mm high.
It consists of four poles — each 3 mm thick, round
in cross-section — connected by a narrow plate in
such a way as to form a square.

The second wheel with spoke is similar in
form, weighs 39.01 g (fig. 3,2; 6,3; lab. no. 1877).
Its cap is 54 mm in diameter; the cap with the
spoke is 16 mm high.

The spoke is square in plan, 14x15 mm,
14 mm high. It consists of four poles - round in
cross-section, each 3 mm thick, - connected by a
narrow plate in such a way as to form a square.

Third wheel with spoke (fig. 3,3; 6,4; lab. no.
1878) weighs 24.66 g. Its cap is 53 mm in diameter,
the cap with the spoke is 14 mm high. The spoke
consists of four poles — round in cross-section,
each 4 mm thick - connected by a narrow plate in
such a way as to form a circle (unlike the previous
two items).

Three the same in shape slotted wheels with
three-beam rosette inside and a loop outside are
made of silver (fig. 4,1-3; 6,5-7). Wheel no. 1 is
27,5 mm in diameter, 11 mm high (with the loop),
weighs 8.39 g. (lab. no. 1869); wheel no. 2 is 27,5
mm in diameter, 11,5 mm high (with the loop),
weighs 8.08 g. (lab. no. 1870); wheel no. 3 is 28
mm in diameter, 12,5 mm high (with the loop),
weighs 7.90 g. (lab. no. 1871).

Circle-shape wheel with crossed straps inside
(Iab. no. 1872) has border ornamented with in-
cised braid, lost wax casting. The wheel is 22 mm
in diameter, 9 mm high (with the loop), weighs
5.70 g (fig. 5,1; 6,8).

The plate, triangular in plan, with mush-
room-like thickenings on both ends and with a
raised ridge in the center and a loop on the reverse
side (fig. 5,2; 6,9; lab. no. 1873), weighs 9.25 g, is 12
mm high (with the loop).

ies, correspondingly their weights vary from 2.13
to 4.99 g (lab. no. 1880-1890) (fig. 5,5; 6,12).

The described items do not make up a com-
plete set of horse gear. A fellow cheek-piece is
lacking, there are three wheels with spokes which
should be a paired number, and three silver slotted
wheels make only part of the set. The abundance
(81 item) of same-type small bronze plates attracts
attention.

Attribution and Dating of the Finds

Itis the second time that a similar hoard finds
of riding horse gear is found in this Upper Dnie-
per region. Several years ago, a similar hoard finds
were found near Lelyaki village of Kyiv region
(50°14'15" N, 31°32'25" E) i.e., on the left bank of
the Dnipro River, in the Upper Dnieper region in
terrace forest-steppe [Skoryi et al. 2016, 106-127,
ris. 19, 1-2; 20, 1-2]. Biryuky village is situated in
the basin of the river Ros (the right affluent of the
Dnipro River), which from the West and from the
South limits great steppe gore that approaches the
Stuhna river in the North. This region is rich in
kurgans, the most ancient of which date back to
the Bronze Age, the most of the burials refer to
the Early Iron Age. The most famous of the local
kurgans is the Early Iron Age kurgan Perep’yatiha,
excavated in the XIX century [Skoryi 1990]. Thus,
these two hoard finds outline rather significant
steppe territories on the border of forest-steppe.

The three-looped cheek-piece from near Bir-
yuki village is one of the most diagnosable items. It
can be referred to Al type according to the classi-
fication of Metzner-Nebelsick [Metzner-Nebelsick
1994, abb.1], or to Ala type [Metzner-Nebelsick

2002, 215, abb. 97]. According to T. Bader® this is
Vetis type, variant B, sub-variant C [Bader 2013,
246; 284; abb. 2, b, c].Ya. Chochorovski referred
similar-form cheek-pieces to “Dunakomlod” type,
early variant of “Fiizesabony” [Chochorowski
1993, 62, 67; ris. 3, 8].

Most of such cheek-pieces were found
in Western and Central Europe. According to
Metzner-Nebelsik’s, only 26 cheek-pieces of Al
type were found, nine of which come from burials,
most of them — 13 come from hoard finds, and four
of them are referred to as “single finds” or items of
“uncertain origin” [Metzner-Nebelsick 1994, Abb.
2, 387]. Such cheek-pieces are often associated with
“Thraco-Cimmerians” [Metzner-Nebelsick 1994].
Note, that previously East of the Carpathian Moun-
tains Al type was virtually unknown [Metzner-
Nebelsick 1994, abb. 6; 216, abb. 99].

The fact that Al type three-looped cheek-
pieces were found among hoard finds and grave
goods associated with European Hallstatt culture
provides a perfect opportunity for cross-dating.
The most ancient items come from the Carpathian
region where they are referred to the 9™ century
B.C. and occur there till the end of 8" - the begin-
ning of 7 century B.C. The second half of the 8th
— first half of the 7" century B.C. is the time of ori-
gin and occurrence of this Al type cheek-pieces
in Central Europe, but in the Balkans, it appeared
only in the 8" century B.C. The finds of these
cheek-pieces in the cultural-geographical area
of Ukraine, in Podillya, in particular, [Metzner-
Nebelsick 1994, abb. 18], have the same dating.

It follows from the distribution geography
and the dating of the items that the occurrence of
such cheek-pieces in the Carpathian region pre-
ceded their distribution both in eastern and west-
ern regions. This distribution happened almost
simultaneously in the 7 century B.C.

Starting from the 10™-9" century B.C., big
round wheels with spokes also have analogies in
goods from the Carpathian region, there they oc-
cur up to and including the 7 century B.C. There
and at the same time, we find analogies to the
shaped plates. East from the Carpathian region
such plates and wheels with spokes were known
already beginning from the 8" century B.C.
[Metzner-Nebelsick 2002, abb. 163].

Slotted wheels occur a little later, only in the
8th century, moreover, simultaneously on both sides
of the Carpathian Mountains [Metzner-Nebelsick
2002, abb. 163]. Such items were found in different
sizes, sometimes — ornamented. They appeared in
the sites from Zolniy, Butenok, Olshana, Shevchen-
kivtsi, Kvitky. The similar slit ornament was also
rather popular on the additional links of bits for
connection with bridle belt on the North Caucasus

[Valchak, 2009, 224, ris. 37]. Small belt ornament
plates with a loop refer to the same chronological
range [Metzner-Nebelsick 2002, abb. 152, 6; abb.
163], and they were in use even later. Small round
ornament plates, the most numerous in the hoard
finds, have the widest dating range - from Cimme-
rian up to and including the Scythian time.

Therefore, the items found near Biryuky vil-
lage fit in, first of all, the scope of ancestries of the
Late Bronze Age - the beginning of the Early Iron
Age of the Carpathian region. East from the Car-
pathian region, they are rare finds. They can be
dated to the 9"-7* century B.C. In our opinion,
given the number of finds of the most diagnostic
range of such items (cheek-pieces, big wheels and
slotted wheels, pendants), the 7 century B.C. is
the most probable dating of the hoard finds from
Biryuky village. That being said, we remind you,
that the Carpathian region is the oldest region of
distribution of this horse-gear items.

Technology of the Items
The examination of the items, including with
the use of a microscope, revealed that all the items

were cast on a disposable wax model. This can be
proved by the following signs found on the cast-
ing: on both heads of cheek-pieces the ends are
bent inwards so much that it would be impossi-
ble to remove the casting from the multiple form
without ruining the form (fig. 7,1-2).

Traces of work with the model are clearly
visible on the wheels with spokes: there are glued
seams on the outer side in the connection areas of
the poles (fig. 7,3). On the front side of the slot-
ted wheel ornamented with “braid”, a seam of two
ends of braid joining and the overlapping on the
loop can be traced. The braid itself is drawn over
the wax (smooth contour) (fig. 7,4-5). Small plates
also keep traces of work with the wax model: glued
seams between a loop and a cap (fig. 7,6).

Perhaps, in conclusion, the finished items
were polished from the front side to make them
shinier, as the surface resulting from such casting
is almost ideal and doesn’'t require additional re-
finement.

Research Method of Metal Composition
A total of 22 items were spectrally analyzed:
all the large items and 11 small plates. The compo-

sition of the metal elements was determined in the
laboratory of the Institute of Archeology of the Na-
tional Academy of Science of Ukraine with the use
of the method of reference-free non-destructive
analysis on X-ray fluorescence spectrometer CEP-
01 AAEC.412131.001, modification “ElvaX Light”
with extended range towards light elements.

Registration of ordinary spectra was per-
formed at emitter voltage of 40-49kV, and light
spectra at the voltage of 10-15kV. The time for
building up each spectrum was 180 seconds. Reg-
istration of fluorescent radiation from the test
sample was performed with the use of Si-Pin de-
tector manufactured by Amptek (USA) with ther-
mos-electric cooling.

During sample studies, the following opera-
tion modes of X-ray tube (MOXTEK, Pd anode
material) were set: voltage 45 kV, anodal current
ranging 0-100mkA. The results for bronze items
are given in Table 1, for silver items - in Table 2.

It is worth noticing, that the sample analysis
was conducted on the spot of surface clean of ox-
ides. Sometimes such a technique provokes criti-
cism based on the claim that the concentration
ratio of some elements, first of all of tin, in surface
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layers of metal may be exaggerated [Szabo et al.
2018, 77-82]. This claim is fair, however, most of-
ten we deal with museum items and in this case,
disturbance is highly undesirable. Besides, we be-
lieve that a small exaggeration of tin ratio in the
surface layer would have no considerable effect
on the final result - the determination of metal
composition. The comparison of the analysis
conducted on corrosion-damaged surfaces of the
items and samples, taken from “the body” of an
item, revealed that tin content results are generally
comparable [Saprykina 2016, 196].

Spectral Analysis of Bronze Items

As shown in Table 1, all the analyzed items
from hoard finds have very similar chemical com-
position, their main elements are tin, lead, arsenic
and antimony (whole or close to whole percent-
age). In the vast majority of samples, tin is present
in tenths or hundredths of percentage and only in
two samples there are traces or no tin at all. Silver

is stably present in tenths (except for no. 1886),
as is nickel. The graph of correlation dependence
of such pairs of elements as tin-lead, tin-arsenic,
tin-antimony and nickel-cobalt testifies that metal
from Biryuky village belongs to composite tin-
lead-arsenic-antimony alloys as all the pairs of ele-
ments manifest stable interdependence. The same
interdependence can be observed in the graphs
of arsenic-lead, arsenic-silver, arsenic-antimony,
arsenic-nickel, and, partially, arsenic-zinc (fig. 8).

What conclusions can be drawn from the re-
sults of the analysis, taking into account the results
of the previous research? According to Bartsevas
research results, in the metal of pre-Scythian
times from the territory of Ukraine the percentage
of tin-lead-arsenic recipes is 10% of all identified
by her. In fact, high additives of antimony (tenths
of a percent) are usual for all the artificial recipes
identified by her [Bartseva 1981, 9]. Concerning
the bridle , new types of recipes (~3%) like tin-
lead and tin-lead-arsenic bronzes were identified.

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When comparing chemical and metallurgical
features of monuments from Upper Dnipro and
Kuban, full correspondence was not found [Bar-
tseva 1981, 11]. That's why Bartseva came to the
conclusion, that each of the compared regions had
its own production [Bartseva 1981, 12].

Our search for the corresponding metal com-
position in Central Europe had no effect. How-
ever, it is clear, that Cimmerian metalwork could
not come from nowhere and disappear likewise.
In the current situation, we conducted a compara-
tive analysis with the metal previously analyzed in
our laboratory. Comparison of metal from Biry-

uky with the metal from the cemetery of Bilozerka
Culture near Shyroke village in Kherson domain
produced interesting results. Antimony is present
in almost all the bonze samples from Shyroke.
Sometimes it reaches as much as a whole percent
(1.033-1.514%). Zink makes 2.298% in one occa-
sion. There were complex tin-lead-antimony-ar-
senic alloys [Goshko 2019, 165] among identified
metal compositions of bronzes from Shyroke.

The given correlation graphs of metal from
Biryuky and Shyroke demonstrate interdepend-
ence of such pairs of elements as arsenic-lead,
arsenic-antimony, tin-silver (Fig. 9). Besides simi-

larities between two collections of the samples,
there are also considerable differences manifested
mainly in reduced concentration of a number
of elements in metal from Shyroke - Zink (Zn),
Lead (Pb), Nickel (Ni) and especially Ferrum
(Fe). Complex presence of arsenic, antimony, zink
in bronze alloy (all the metal from Biryuki and
partially metals from Shiroke) can be explained
by the use of fahlore (general formula Cul2(Sb,
As)4S13). In Ukraine such ores are present in Na-
golniy ridge in Lugansk domain (admixed with Fe,
Ag, Zn, Mn, Ni, Bi, As). Archeological literature
has already discussed the probability of these ores
usage [Demchenko et al. 2000, 43-44]. Thus, labo-
ratory studies prove the reality of such possibility.

Based on researches of V.O. Pazuhin, which
prove the possibility of obtaining antimony-arse-
nic bronze with different concentration via joint
melting of arsenic pyrite, red arsenic ore, and gray
antimony ore, Tatarinov was prone to think “that
Donetsk mining and metallurgy center produced
not only “chemically” pure copper, but also ar-

senic, antimony and arsenic-antimony bronzes.
Then, he believes, this so-called “primary copper”
was alloyed with tin and so bronze with very unu-
sual double alloy of tin and arsenic was produced”
[Tatarinov 2018, 68].

Summing up the above, we note that the
metal for casting all the bronze details of horse-
gear from the hoard finds, most probably, comes
from Naholniy ridge deposits (fig. 10,8).

Spectral Composition of Silver Items

Silver items of this period are quite rare finds,
as well as the study of their composition. There-
fore, concerning three silver slotted wheels, it is
impossible to determine the origin of the silver,
for now. Table 2, with the results of analysis of
silver wheels from Biryuky village, demonstrates
high content of copper from 4.345 to 4.587% (lab.
Ne1869, 1870), as well as the presence of bismuth
(0.082, 0.124%) and gold in tenths of percent in
two analyses and the lead. It allows the sugges-
tion that silver also comes from mines of Nahol-

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niy ridge with its well-known Bobrykivske and
Zhuravske deposits. These are the deposits where
silver occurs in association with sphalerite (min-
eral Zink), chalcopyrite (copper-pyrite with Zink
1%), bournonite (CuPbSbS3), fahlore (Cul2(Sb,
As)4S13) and boulangerite (Pb5Sb4S11).

The metal of wheel 3 (lab. an. #1871),
with high content of copper (11.352%) and tin
(8.259%), most likely, is re-melt of other goods.

Conclusions

The discovery of the Cimmerian times
“hoard” with details of horse-gear near Biryuki vil-
lage in the Middle Upper Dnieper region is rather
a distant east point on the archeological map of the
spreading of Carpathian type goods. A hoard finds
of similar items was discovered further to the East
in this region, near Lelyaki village.

The Middle Upper Dnieper region, taking
into account the archeological map marked with
different finds of that period, seems to be a bor-
der region between territories controlled by Cim-
merians from the South and by Hallstatt from
the North. This probable borderline is outlined

both by finds of details of riding horse gear and
weapons of Cimmerian and Hallstatt origin cor-
respondingly [Metzner-Nebelsick 2002, Abb. 105,
167]. The same maps reveal that specific Cim-
merian types of horse-gear and weapons came to
Central Europe mostly from the South, through
steppe territory, further North via Danube.

Similar alloy compositions were not known
in Central Europe. Thus, silver and bronze items
could be manufactured from the raw materi-
als coming from the regions further to the East,
namely from Naholniy ridge in Luhansk region
(Ukraine). It could be proved that this horse-gear,
similar in type to the items from the Carpathian
region, was produced in Upper Dnieper region,
most likely in the 8th century B.C.

Given the relatively early period (at least from
the 9" century B.C.) of spreading similar riding horse
gear in the Carpathian region, we can assume, that
the expansion of Hallstatt culture to the East could be
one of the consequences of emergence of own horse
cavalry there. The limits of such an expansion may be
determined, in particular, by such hoard finds as the
ones found near Biryuki and Lelyaki villages.

Animals in the funerary rite of the Scythians on the left bank of the Lower Dniester in the 3'-2" centuries BC

The article publishes the results of the study of the archaeozoological collection from the Scythian barrows and graves
of the 37-2" centuries BC on the left bank of the Lower Dniester. The materials are presented in various categories — sacrificial
food, the remains of funeral feasts, animals accompanying the owners and antler inventory, and testify to the changes that have
taken place in the funerary rites of the Scythian of the Lower Dniester region.

When choosing sacrificial food, preference was given to the left front part of the carcasses of horses, the front parts of
the carcasses of a domestic bull with a slight predominance of the left side and the right front part of the carcasses of sheep.
A significant predominance of domestic bull meat (65.2 %) was noted, which may be an indicator of the low social status of a
significant part of the population and reflect the process of the Scythians settling. A decrease in the portion of sacrificial meat is
also noticeable - they were limited only to the lower part of the shoulder blade of a domestic bull, cutting the bone across a little
above the neck. Sheep meat was used as sacrificial food in 20.3 % of all burials with sacrificial food.

The sheep were not of particularly large sizes (54.7-65.4 cm), remaining within the parameters of the sheep of the steppe
zone of the North Black Sea region of the Early Iron Age.

Horses belonged to the groups above average height (18.2 %), medium height (63.6 %) and undersized (18.2 %), moving
mainly with fast gaits (72.7 %). The slow type of movement was characteristic of only 18.2 %, and the mixed one was characteristic
of 9.1 % of the individuals. As accompanying animals, adult horses were more often used, less often were used young animals, old
and yearlings, and foals were used extremely rarely. Horses with massive first phalanges, formed in a cooler and more humid climate,
could have been obtained by the Scythians on the left bank of the Lower Dniester from other regions. At the same time, the mixing
of signs of different types of movement (gaits) of horses indicates the absence of targeted breeding work focused on breeding horses
strictly “under the saddle”.

The further development of funerary rite with the use of dogs is noticeable, associated both with an increase in their num-
ber in the process of settling the Scythians, and with external influences, mainly from the Thracians. The buried were mostly
accompanied by adults, older than 2 years, animals (77.3 %), whose height at the withers varied from 46.7 cm to 63.9 cm. The
study of the dogs’ bones in a number of cases made it possible to identify intravital injuries, as well as injuries that caused death.

Pigs were used in the funeral rite very seldom - the bones of two individuals of the domestic pig were found in the funeral
feasts of two barrows. The marsh turtle is also rare — the shells and bones of two turtles were found in two burials. Turtles, as well
as single finds of a red deer, a hare, and a snake, may be associated with the social status of the buried.

The antler and red deer antler inventory studied earlier makes it possible to expand the list of animal species by adding to
it the elk, wild boar, wolf and birds - eagle, golden eagle and white-tailed eagle (?).

Archaeological materials from Scythian graves and barrows of the 3™-2" centuries BC on the left bank of the Lower Dni-
ester thus demonstrate a number of changes that testify to the ongoing differentiation of the Scythian society, the transition of
part of the population to a semi-sedentary way of life and the perception of external cult practices.

Animalele in ritualurile funerare si comemorative ale scitilor din stinga Nistrului Inferior in secolele ITI-II a.Chr.

In articol sunt publicate rezultatele studiului colectiei arheozoologice din complexele funerare scitice din secolele ITI-IT
a.Chr. de pe malul stdng al Nistrului Inferior. Materialele sunt reprezentate de diferite categorii de obiecte: hrana sacrificats,
resturi ale triznelor funerare, animale care isi insoteau gazdele si unelte osoase — si atestd schimbdrile care au avut loc in riturile
funerare ale scitilor din regiunea Nistrului Inferior.
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in alegerea hranei de sacrificiu, se acorda prioritate partii frontale stangi a scheletului de cal se de taur domestic, cu o
usoard predominanta a partii stingi, si partii frontale drepte a scheletelor de oaie. Existd o predominanta semnificativd a carnii
de bovine domestice (65,2 %), ceea ce poate fi un indicator al statutului social scazut al unei parti a populatiei si reflectd procesul
de colonizare sciticd. Exista, de asemenea, o reducere notabild a portiunii de carne sacrificatd — se limitau la partea inferioard a
omoplatului taurului domestic, tdind osul transversal putin deasupra gatului. Carnea de oaie a fost folositd ca hrand de sacrificiu
in 20,3% din totalul inmormantarilor cu hrana de sacrificiu.

Oile nu erau deosebit de mari (54,7-65,4 cm), rimanand in parametrii oilor nord-pontice din epoca timpurie a fierului.

Caii au apartinut grupelor de statura peste medie (18,2%), statura medie (63,6%) si statura mica (18,2%), care se deplasea-
z3 in principal cu mers rapid (72,7%). Miscirile lente au fost frecvente doar la 18,2% si miscérile mixte la 9,1% dintre indivizi.
Caii adulti erau folositi mai des ca insotitori, mai rar ca tineri, batrani si de un an si foarte rar ca manji. Caii cu primele falange
masive, formate intr-un climat mai rece si mai umed, ar fi putut fi obtinuti de scitii din stanga Nistrului Inferior din alte regiuni.
In acelasi timp, amestecul de trasaturi ale diferitelor tipuri de miscri ale cailor (mers) indici absenta unei cresteri intentionate
care sd vizeze cresterea cailor strict "pentru sa".

Se remarci o dezvoltare ulterioara a ritualurilor funerare cu utilizarea céinilor, asociati att cu o crestere a numarului acestora
in procesul de colonizare a scitilor, cat si cu influente externe, in principal din partea tracilor. Inmormantirile au fost insotite in prin-
cipal de animale adulte (77,3 %) cu varsta de peste 2 ani, iar indltimea lor la greabén a variat de la 46,7 cm la 63,9 cm. Examinarea
oaselor caninelor a scos la iveald, in mai multe cazuri, leziuni care au durat toati viata, precum si leziuni care au provocat moartea.

Porcii erau foarte rar folositi in ritualurile funerare - in doud tumuli au fost gasite oasele a doi indivizi de porc domestic.
Broasca testoasd mohorati este, de asemenea, rara — carapacea si oasele a doi indivizi de broasci testoasd au fost inregistrate in
doud inmorméntéri. Testoasele, precum si descoperirile izolate de cerb nobil, iepure si sarpe, pot fi legate de statutul social al
oamenilor ingropati.

Inventarul de oase §i coarne examinat anterior ne permite si extindem lista speciilor de animale pentru a include elan,
mistret, lup si pasdri — vultur, vultur auriu si vultur cu coada alba (?).

Materialele arheozoologice de la monumentele funerare scitice din secolele III-II a.Chr. de pe malul stang al Nistrului
Inferior arati o serie de schimbdri, indicAnd diferentierea continua a societitii scitice, trecerea unor oameni la un mod de viatd
semi-stabilizat si perceperea unor practici de cult externe.

Characterization of archaeological metals by archaeometry techniques

The paper presents the experimental results regarding the study of the chemical nature and the state of conservation of
three metal pieces (pectoral cross, hand cross, miter cross) of archeological origin, initially recovered from the tomb of metro-
politan Banulescu Bodoni, located of Capriana Monastery, monastic settlement from the medieval period. The crosses are be-
tween 8 and 19.4 cm long and have different decorative patterns. The characteristic elements related to the changes of the metals
during the mining period, for 195 years in the crypt, are represented in the external corrosion layer by the uneven arrangement
of the chemical components resulting from the interaction of the metal with the microclimate from the archeological site. The
nature of the metals from which the objects and the chemical components resulting from the base metal were made, arranged in
the corrosion crust, were determined by direct and non-invasive methods OM, SEM, pXRF and XRD.

Analytical results show that the three crosses are made of copper alloys; corrosion crusts and chemical deterioration on
the surface are associated with the period of lying in the crypt. The miter cross has distinct chemical characteristics: it is made of
an Au-Cu-Ag alloy. The combined microscopic, spectroscopic and chemical analysis led to the chemical characterization of the
artifacts and thus to a better understanding of the processing of metals in the nineteenth century and their behavior over time.

Lucrarea prezintd rezultatele experimentale privind studiul naturii chimice i a starii de conservare a trei piese metalice
(cruce pectorald, cruce de mand, cruce mitrd) de provenientd arheologicd, recuperate initial din mormantul mitropolitului Ba-
nulescu Bodoni, situat la Médndstirea Cépriana, asezare monahala din perioada medievala. Crucile au o lungime intre 8 si 19,4
cm si diferite modele decorative. Elementele caracteristice referitoare la modificarile metalelor in perioada de zacere, timp de
195 de ani in criptd, sunt reprezentate in stratul de coroziune externa prin dispunerea neuniforma a componentelor chimice
rezultate la interactiunea metalului cu microclimatul din situl arheologic. Natura metalelor din care au fost confectionate obiec-
tele si a componentelor chimice rezultate din metalul de bazi, dispuse in crusta de coroziune, au fost determinate prin metode
directe si neinvazive OM, SEM, pXRF si XRD.

Rezultatele analitice aratd cé cele trei cruci sunt realizate din aliaje de cupru; crustele de coroziune si alterarea chimica
de la suprafata sunt asociate perioadei de zacere in criptd. Crucea mitrei prezintd caracteristici chimice distincte: este realizatd
dintr-un aliaj Au-Cu-Ag. Analiza combinatd microscopici, spectroscopicd si chimicd a dus la caracterizarea artefactelor si astfel
la 0 mai buna intelegere a prelucririi metalelor in secolul al XIX-lea §i a comportirii in timp a acestora.

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Introducere

Caracterizarea artefactelor metalice gasite in
timpul sapaturilor arheologice este foarte importanta
pentru stabilirea unor aspecte istorico-tehnice. Iden-
tificaind compozitia lor chimica obtinem informatii
despre prelucrarea metalelor si obtinerea aliajelor
din care au fost prelucrate obiectele. Cunoasterea
compozitiei elementale contribuie la stabilirea
autenticitétii obiectelor, la clasificarea lor in functie
de aspectele culturale si la detectarea falsurilor [Gu-
erra 2003, 1527; Robbiola, Portier 2006, 11]. Manas-
tirea Capriana, atestatd documentar din anul 1429,
unul din cele mai vechi aseziminte monastice din
Republica Moldova este un monument de valoare
culturala si istorica exceptionald pentru neamul ro-
manesc. Odatd cu deshumarea trupului Mitropoli-
tului Gavriil Banulescu Bodoni, din cripta bisericii
voievodale ,,Adormirea Maicii Domnului” au fost
scoase din sit artefactele de metal (cruce de mana,
cruce pectorald, cruce mitrd, ornamentele sicriului),
din piele (cizmele) si textile, care au ficut parte din
vestimentatia mitropolitului [Vornicu 2017, 32].

In mediul anaerob, de zacere, artefactele din
metal sunt supuse unor procese de coroziune chi-
micd, electrochimicé sau microbiologica, astfel me-
talul la suprafata exterioara se formeaza o crusta,
care poate fi subtire, neteda si cu structurd omoge-
nd (groasa si rugoasa) sau cu structurd neomogena.
Crusta de coroziune contine alaturi de microstruc-
turile din sol si compusi chimici (primari si secun-
dari) care sunt dispusi neuniform. Coroziunea in
sol se poate dezvolta si in functie de anumite carac-
teristici ale obiectului legate de structura si de tra-
tamente mecanice sau termice la care a fost supus
metalul la punerea in opera. Un factor important in
degradarea metalelor este si actiunea organismelor
din sol care contine milioane de microrganisme: vi-
rusi, bacterii, fungi etc.

In momentul decopertirii criptei, ruperea
echilibrului cu mediul in care obiectele s-au pastrat
si modificarea umiditatii produce un fenomen fizic
de recristalizare a sarurilor din porii si fisurile obiec-
tului, factor de degradare care poate duce in intervale
de timp foarte scurt la degradarea completd a respec-
tivului obiect [Vornicu 2014, 25-26].

Interventia rapida asupra obiectelor aflate
in stare de conservare precara este o prioritate
in timpul derularii santierului arheologic. Se stie
ca oxigenul din aer este principalul responsabil
pentru corodarea obiectelor metalice. Acesta are

0 mare capacitate de a se combina cu metalele,
aproape toate metalele se oxideazi in aer, cu viteze
mai mari sau mai mici, formandu-se o peliculd de
oxid. Factorii care determina accelerarea procesu-
lui de oxidare in aer sunt umiditatea, temperatura
si presiunea [Stambolov 1985, 95].

Ca primd masurd de protectie impotriva ac-
centudrii degradérilor din sol a fost asezarea aces-
tora pe suport cu pH neutru intr-un mediu anae-
rob (pungi ermetice) in prezenta silicagelului care

sd mentind umiditatea scizuta (fig. 1). Cercetarea
stiintificd a artefactelor metalice stabileste meca-
nismul prin care s-a produs modificarea chimica si
deteriorarea fizica a metalelor din sol si, respectiv,
formarea compusilor primari si secundari si a fisu-
rilor evolutive cu formarea retelelor sau a gaurilor.

Alterarea chimicé a pieselor arheologice me-
talice in perioada de zacere este influentata de
numerosi parametri care variaza in timp, o serie
legata de factorii interni (compozitia chimica si
tehnologia de fabricatie), precum si de cei externi
indusi de conditiile microclimatice si de caracteris-
ticile fizico-chimice ale solului (structura si textura
solului, permeabilitatea la oxigen si umiditatea so-
lului, activitatea microbiologica, prezenta materia-
lelor organice si descompunerea lor).

Tehnicile arheometrice de spectrometrie si
microscopie utilizate in aceastd lucrare au stabilit
natura metalelor si dispunerea microstructurald a
componentelor chimice rezultate din procesele de
coroziune si contaminare, caracteristici importante
in autentificare, determinarea stirii de conservare
si stabilirea procedurilor adecvate pentru conserva-
rea activa si restaurarea artefactelor.

Materiale si metode

Descrierea pieselor si metode de investigare

Cele trei piese (cruce de mana, cruce pectora-
14, cruce mitrd) (fig. 2,a-c) care fac obiectul de stu-

diu in aceastd lucrare, au fost descoperite in cripta
Mitropolitului Gavriil Banulescu-Bodoni de la M-
nastirea Capriana, Republica Moldova in contextul
exhumarii, cu prilejul procedurilor de canonizare.

Crucea de ménd este confectionatd din lemn
sculptat cu scena biblicd Adormirea Maicii Domnu-
lui si are rama si méaner din metal (fig. 2,a). Crucea
pectorald este din metal (fig. 2,b) si are inscriptionat
cu litere chirilice, pe fatd textul 1812 rog® / anul
1812 iar pe revers textul He HaMb, He HaMb a IMEHM
TBOeMy — ,,Nu pentru noi, nu pentru noi, ci pentru
numele Tau”. Crucea pectorala are aceeasi valoare
cu ,Medalia in memoria rizboiului patriotic din
18127 care a fost acordata persoanelor implicate
(preoti, medici) de citre tarul Alexandru I.

Crucea care decoreazd mitra episcopald are
forma trilobati si este ornamentati cu pietre colo-
rate (fig. 2,c). La prima examinare, in sit, am consta-
tat cd piesele din metal prezentau degradari meca-
nice (fragilizare, fisurare), mineralizare si depuneri
de produsi de coroziune, depuneri organice si sol.
Crusta de coroziune prezinta depozite cu structuri
complexe rezultate din procesele pedologice din si-
tul arheologic si microstructuri de contaminare.

Microscopie opticd

Cercetarile microscopice au fost efectuate pe
un microscop Olympus SZY 160 (Olympus Europa
Holding GmbH, Hamburg, Germania) corelat cu
programul Quick Capture Pro 2.0 si iluminatorul
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Difractia cu raze X

Analiza de difractie cu raze X
a fost efectuatd, pentru probele de
coroziune prelevate de pe suprafata
obiectelor, cu ajutorul unui difrac-
tometru Bruker AD8 ADVANCE.
Scopul acestei analize este identi-
ficarea compusilor de coroziune
pentru a decide daci sunt autentici,
stabili si potriviti anumitor tipuri
de tratament, pentru a cunoaste
relatia dintre produsele de coroziu-
ne a acestor obiecte si mediul de in-

fluorescent RFA-16 si un stereomicroscop Novex
Ap-8 Euromex (Olympus Corporation, Shinjuku),
(Tokyo, Japonia) la diferite puteri de mdrire pand la
maximum 500 X.

Microscopie cu scanare electronicd SEM

Suprafata a fost examinatd utilizdind un mi-
croscop ESEM tip Quanta 200, care functioneaza
la 20 kV cu electroni secundari in modul vid sci-
zut (detector LFD). Microscopul Quanta 200 a fost
echipat cu un sistem de raze X cu dispersie de ener-
gie (EDX) pentru analizd calitativa si cantitativa si
cartografiere elementara.

Spectrometrie XRF

Maisuratorile experimentale au fost realizate
folosind un spectrometru de fluorescenta cu raze
X, tip Innov X Systems Alpha Series (SUA). Acest
aparat este echipat cu un tub de raze X cu anod
W, functionand la parametrii maximi de 35 kV
si 100A, radiatia de fluorescenta fiind detectata si
analizatd cu un detector de Si (PIN), cu racire ter-
moelectrica, controlat de un minicomputer. Pentru
achizitionarea spectrelor si analiza semicantitativa
a unei matrice grele, a fost utilizat software-ul mod
analitic pentru o duraté de excitatie selectata de 30
de secunde. Dimensiunea punctului analitic este de
8 mm. Determinarile au efectuate in prezenta filtre-
lor si absenta vidului in timpul analizei.

gropare. De asemenea, aceste informatii pot ajutala
alegerea celui mai bun mediu pentru aceste obiecte
aflate in depozitare sau in restaurare.

Rezultate si discutii

Studiul artefactele confectionate din aliaje pe
baza de cupru si metale pretioase (Au, Ag) prin mi-
croscopie opticd a aratat cd in timpul perioadei de
zacere apar o serie de transformadri fizico-chimice,
care produc deteriorari (fisurdri, macinare) si alte-
rari chimice (fig. 3,a-c), consecinte a unor procese
chimice (reactii de complexare, redox si acid-bazic).
Aceste modificari apar la suprafata si in profunzi-
mea obiectelor si sunt vizibile prin analiza macro-

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scopicd si microscopicd. Studiul suprafetelor/
straturilor de coroziune cu ajutorul microsco-
piei optice si electronice, dupa 195 de ani de
zacere, are avantajul obtinerii unor rezultate
imediate actionind neinvaziv. S-a observat
existenta unor zone cu patind naturald si zone
unde crusta primara este in strat subtire pe
suprafata metalului.

Etapele de analiza a coroziunii si a altor
caracteristici microstructurale
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Observatiile cu microscopul optic ale
zonelor mici, mai curate, din artefacte au permis
observarea unor caracteristici individuale. In cazul
Crucii de mana cele mai obisnuite caracteristici ga-
site au fost boabele echiaxiale si cu gemeni de re-
coacere. Acestea apar dupd incélzirea (recoacerea
de recristalizare) a unui metal prelucrat la rece (de-
formare plastica la temperaturi scazute, in general
prin ciocdnire) pentru a-si recupera ductilitatea.
Microscopia opticd (OM) a fost utilizata pentru a
identifica diferitele faze, incluziuni si alte caracte-
ristici microstructurale. Studiul suprafetelor/stratu-
rilor de coroziune cu ajutorul microscopiei optice
si electronice, dupa 195 de ani de ingropare, are
avantajul de a obtine rezultate imediate actionand
neinvaziv. S-a observat existenta unor zone cu pati-
nd naturala si zone in care crusta primara se afla in
strat subtire pe suprafata metalului.

Stratul neuniform este format din cruste de
coroziune ale cuprului, de compusi primari sau se-
cundari produsi care se formeaza in diferite stadii
de degradare. Oxizii de cupru (Cu20 cuprit, teno-
rit CuO), sulfurile si sulfatii de cupru (CuS, Cu2S),

carbonatii de cupru (malahit CuCO3xCu(OH)2,
azurit CuCO3xCu(OH)2) si clorurile de cupru (Cu-
2CI2, CuCI2x3CuOxnH20 sunt rezultatul coroziu-
nii chimice) de cupru.

Depozitele cu produse de coroziune au o
distributie zonala, sunt mai concentrate la cape-
tele manerului si bratelor crucii de mana (fig. 4).

Analiza incluziunilor si compozitia ele-
mentara a artefactelor metalice

Scanarea microscopiei electronice cu spec-
troscopie cu dispersie energetica (SEM-EDS) a
fost utilizatd pentru caracterizarea incluziunilor
pe artefacte selectate. Examinarea acestor struc-
turi cu SEM a evidentiat o suprafata relativ unifor-
mad cu retele de micro-fisuri vizibile (fig. 5).

Granule alternate de clorura de cupru (mai in-
tunecate) si cuprite (mai deschise) sunt clar vizibile.

Analiza elementard prin fluorescenta cu raze
X a fost realizatd pe suprafete mici curatate ale ar-
tefactelor (evitand straturile de coroziune alterate)
pentru a atinge compozitia aliajelor.

Compozitia elementald determinata cu spec-
trometrul de fluorescentd cu raze X este urmatoa-
rea: 73% Cu, 0,61% Fe, 1,27% Pb, Zn 10,27%, Ag
14,85% conform spectrului XRF (fig. 6).

Aurul, argintul si aliajele lor nu prezin-
td in general straturi de coroziune si oxidare si
eterogenitati. Metalul din care a fost confectionata
Crucea mitra are in compozitie conform rezulta-
telor XRF 12.55% Ag, 30, 32.23% Au, 30.88%Cu,
16.43% Pb si 7,91%Zn.

Analizele SEM aduc informatii utile cu privire
la microstructura pieselor arheologice. Elementele
de aliere rezultate din minereu si din prelucrarea

aliajului au o distributie uniformd in microfotogra-
mele obtinute prin microscopia SEM (fig. 9).

Elementele identificate prin fluorescenta cu
raze X in structura celor trei obiecte sunt prezentate
in tabelul 1, in functie de spectrele (fig. 6; 8; 10).

In ceea ce priveste elementele minore, cum
ar fi Fe, Zn acestea sunt de obicei continute in mi-
nereurile de cupru, procentul redus din elemente-

le citate mai sus sugereaza selectarea cu atentie a
minereurilor metalice pentru prelucrare.

Continutul de zinc variazd de la 7,91% in
greutate la 10,27% in greutate, asa cum se aratd in
tabelul 1, si indica utilizarea minereurilor de cu-
pru cu cantitate variabila de sulfurd de zinc.

Este demn de remarcat la O3 (miter cross)
prezenta in aliaj aldturi de metalele pretioase,
Au 32.23% greutate, Ag 12.55%, in cantitate mai
mare, a elementului Pb 16.43% care are tempera-
turd scdzuta de topire si faciliteaza modelarea mai
usoard a aliajului.

Crucea de mani are crusta de coroziune com-

pusd din straturi, stratul exterior fiind verde des-
chis si are elemente ale proceselor de deteriorare
(fig. 4), cum ar fi golurile si exfolierea foilor subtiri.
Rama si ménerul sunt realizate din tabld subtire
cu un continut de 73% Cu si 14,85% Ag. Prezenta
cuprului explica aparitia la suprafata metalului a
produsilor de coroziune.

Identificarea compozitiei chimice a crustelor
de coroziune de pe suprafata obiectelor analizate
s-a efectuat prin utilizarea tehnicii XRD.

altora care au fost identificate prin intermediul mésu-

ratorilor prin difractie (XRD) sunt prezentate
mai jos (fig. 11; 12).

Astfel, spectrul de difractie XRD (fig.
11) obtinut pentru crusta de coroziune pre-
levatd de pe Crucea de mind demonstreaza
existenta compusilor chimici primari si se-
cundari ai cuprului si ai unor compusi din
mediul de zacere.

Compusii chimici rezultati din procese-
le de alterare chimica a cuprului si evidentiati
prin difractia de raze X sunt: cuprit, azurit,
malachit, atacamit, tenorit si ceruzit (fig. 12).
Prezenta acestora conferd crustelor de pe
suprafata obiectelor din cupru diferite culori:

- Spectrul XRD obtinut pentru Cruce de méand. albastru, verde deschis, verde inchis sau gri.

Crusta secundarda compusd din sulfuri,
carbonati pe bazd de hidratati si clorura de
cupru se formeaza prin actiunea unor pro-
cese complexe de alterare chimica prin care
cupru metalic devine primar si, simultan,
apar reactii de structura cristalind, compusii
primari trecand in secundari.

Concluzii

Utilizarea combinata a tehnicilor ana-
litice neinvazive poate face lumind in ceea
ce priveste caracterizarea artefactelor ar-
heologice si poate reprezenta o conditie
prealabild in timpul restaurdrii si studiilor
muzeale. Analiza celor trei cruci prezentate
aici a fost complicatd, din cauza structurii
complexe a artefactelor si a stérii precare de
conservare. Abordarea multi-analiticd utili-
zatd s-a dovedit a fi de succes pentru analiza

Rezultatele demonstreaza ci artefactele O1 sunt
compuse din aliaj cupru argint, O2 din cupru 100%
greutate si O3 din aliaj Au-Cu-Ag, in acest caz metale-
le pretioase predomina aliajul. Artefactele au fost fabri-
cate folosind aliaje cu o compozitie chimicd controlata
care demonstreaza competenta si abilitatea metalurgi-
cala nivel inalt a mestesugarilor din acea perioadd. Mai
mult, investigatiile micro-structurale si metalurgice
indica faptul cé artefactele au fost realizate prin tehnici
de ciocinire (O1) turnare (O2) si ciocdnire si turnare
(03).

Utilizarea meto-
delor de analizi moderne, non-invazive (OM, SEM,
XRD si pXRF) pentru studiul celor trei artefacte meta-
lice gasite in timpul cercetarilor arheologice si prezen-
tate in aceasta lucrare au furnizat informatii valoroase
privind stadiul de dezvoltare a tehnologiilor de prelu-
crare a metalelor.

Research and Restoration-Conservation of Archaeological Liturgical Textiles. Epitrachelion, Capriana Monastery

The paper presents the research and restoration-conservation of the archaeological liturgical textile item Epitrachelion,
found in the crypt of Metropolitan Gavriil Banulescu-Bodoni from Cépriana Monastery.

The restoration-conservation of the textiles discovered as a result of archaeological excavations always raises difficult is-
sues because the underground conditions lead to important structural changes in the textile materials. Scientific research using
modern means is essential for a proper evolution of the conservation-restoration process. The aim of scientific investigations
is to know the structure of the object, its state of conservation, to identify the nature of the composing materials, the corrosion
products, the biological degradations. Likewise, the undertaken studies show not only the structure of the object and its com-
posing materials, but also its manufacturing techniques.

This paper discusses two methods of analyses (XRF and FTIR) that were used in order to identify the composing ma-
terials, and the process of restoration-conservation of the item Epitrachelion. Using the newest and most modern methods of
research and restoration-conservation allowed the museum valorisation of the item Epitrachelion, which is now part of the
permanent exhibition of “St. Hierarch Gavriil” Museum of Cépriana Monastery.

Lucrarea prezintd rezultatele cercetarii si a restaurarii-conservarii piesei textile arheologice liturgice Epitrahil, provenitd
din cripta mitropolitului Gavriil Binulescu-Bodoni de la Manistirea Cipriana.

Restaurarea-conservarea textilelor provenite din sapaturi arheologice ridica intotdeauna probleme dificil de rezolvat si
aceasta deoarece, date fiind conditiile in care au stat in pimént, materialele textile suferd modificéri structurale importante.
Cercetarea stiintifica prin mijloace moderne este esentiala pentru desfasurarea in bune conditii a procesului de conservare-
restaurare. Scopul investigatiilor stiintifice este de a cunoaste structura obiectului, starea de conservare, de a identifica natura
materialelor componente, produsii de coroziune, degradirile de naturd biologica. Totodata, studiile efectuate relevd nu doar
structura obiectului, materialele componente, ci si tehnica de realizare a acestuia.

In lucrare sunt prezentate doud metode de analiza (XRF si FTIR) utilizate pentru identificarea materialelor componente
si procesul de restaurare-conservare a piesei Epitrahil. Aplicarea celor mai noi si moderne metode de cercetare si restaurare-
conservare au facut posibil ca piesa Epitrahil si fie valorificatd muzeal in cadrul expozitiei de bazd a Muzeului Manastirii ,,Sf.
Terarh Gavriil” de la Manistirea Capriana.

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Introducere

Cercetarile arheologice, efectuate in luna au-
gust 2016 la Manastirea Capriana, Republica Mol-
dova, s-au desfisurat in contextul procedurii de
canonizare a mitropolitului Gavriil Banulescu-Bo-
doni. Mitropolitul Gavriil Banulescu-Bodoni repre-
zintd o personalitate marcanta din istoria Bisericii
Ortodoxe din Basarabia, de numele ciruia se leaga
infiintarea Eparhiei Chisinaului si Hotinului, a Se-
minarului Teologic si a Tipografiei din Chisindu, o
personalitate care a contribuit la raspandirea Bibliei
de la Sankt Petersburg si altor publicatii in limba ro-
mana. A condus Eparhia Chisindului si Hotinului in
perioada 1812-1821. A murit la data de 30 martie
1821 si a fost inmorméantat la Ménéstirea Capriana.

Cripta mitropolitului Gavriil Banulescu-Bo-
doni este amenajatd langd zidul de sud al Biseri-
cii Adormirea Maicii Domnului, fiind alipita de
peretele din sectorul gropnitei [Postica 2016, 2].
Cercetarea arheologicd a demonstrat ca de la in-
chiderea criptei in anul 1821 si pana la momentul
deschiderii acesteia in anul 2016, sicriul mitropo-
litului Gavriil Banulescu-Bodoni n-a fost deranjat,
pastrandu-se intact, cu exceptia eroziunilor de
ordin natural, provocate de umiditatea excesiva
patrunsd la anumite etape in cavou [Posticd 2016].

Inventarul arheologic prelevat din cripta mi-
tropolitului Gavriil Banulescu-Bodoni, a fost bo-
gat, Epitrahilul incadrdndu-se in categoria vestigi-
ilor vestimentare.

Epitrahilul constituie unul dintre vesmintele
specifice purtate de preoti si arhierei in timpul ofi-
cierii serviciului religios. Atribut al preotiei, acesta
simbolizeazd puterea harului lui Dumnezeu care
se coboara asupra preotului si jugul cel bun al
slujirii lui Iisus, luat de bunavoie de catre preot la
chemarea Mantuitorului. El aminteste de Crucea
patimirii purtatd de lisus pe drumul Calvarului.
Ciucurii/franjurii epitrahilului simbolizeaza su-
fletele credinciosilor a cdror raspundere o poartd
preotul [Braniste 2015, 319].

Descrierea piesei

Epitrahilul care a apartinut mitropolitului
Gavriil Banulescu-Bodoni (fig. 1,a) are culoarea
ocru aurie si este confectionat din tesaturd de ma-
tase naturald denumiti damasc, cu motive florale.
Epitrahilul are lungimea de 1420 mm si latimea
totala de 285 mm. Partea superioara a vesmantului
liturgic este rascroita, astfel incat acesta se poate

imbréca peste cap, fiind lasat sa cada in fatd, de
pe ambii umeri, in doua parti egale (doua fasii de
tesaturd cu latimea de 140 mm) incheiate cu nas-
turi decorativi realizati din fir de matase naturald
si bentitda metalica din Ag infasuratd pe miez de
matase naturala (fig. 1,c). Nasturii sunt aranjati in
trei grupuri situate la distanta de 440 mm unul de
celalalt. Fasiile de tesdtura prezinta, pe contur, un
galon ornamental cu latimea de 13 mm, realizat
din fir de argint aurit infasurat pe miez textil. Pe
latimea fiecireia dintre cele doud fasii de tesétura,
in partea inferioard a piesei, este aplicat un alt ga-
lon, la o distanta de 40 mm de galonul pozitionat
pe contur, identic cu acesta. De asemenea, pe fie-
care dintre cele doud fésii de tesatura sunt dispuse
cate trei cruci, fiecare dintre ele cu dimensiunile
de 60x60x15 mm, realizate din tesdtura de matase
naturald, cu nuanta rosiatica, fixate prin coasere
la distanta de 305 mm, una de cealaltd. Pe contu-
rul crucilor, este aplicat un snur realizat din fire
de matase naturald si fir metalic infdsurat pe miez
textil. La spate (in zona cefei) este fixata, prin coa-
sere, 0 cruce mai mica, din material textil, cu di-
mensiunile de 40x35x10 mm. In partea inferioara
a piesei, este atasat, prin coasere, un galon ingust,
cu latimea de 5 mm, realizat prin tesere. Ambe-
le sisteme de fire componente (mitase naturald
si fire metalice) formeaza, la marginea galonului,
franjuri cu lungimea de 40 mm. Pe revers, prezinta
o captuseald, de culoare rosiatica (fig. 1,b), reali-
zatd din tesdturd de matase naturald, cu legitura
panza.

Materiale componente: matase naturala, fir
de argint aurit, banda de argint aurit, fir de argint.

Tehnica de realizare: Tesatura piesei, din
punct de vedere al tehnicii de realizare, este o
tesdturd de mdtase naturald, denumitd damasc, de
culoare ocru-maronie, constituitd dintr-un singur
sistem de fire de urzeald si un singur sistem de fire
de batiturd. Aspectul specific damascului, respec-
tiv, reflexia diferitd a luminii pe suprafata tesaturii si
implicit, alternanta intre zonele satinate ale motive-
lor decorative si zonele mate ale fondului tesaturii,
se datoreaza utilizarii, in structura tesdturii, a doud
legdturi diferite. Desenul motivelor florale este
acelasi, pe fata si pe reversul piesei, alternanta intre
zonele satinate ale motivelor decorative si zonele
mate ale fondului tesaturii fiind realizata prin uti-
lizarea, in structura tesaturii, a doua legaturi diferi-
te (una pentru motive si una pentru fond). Pentru

fondul tesaturii s-a utilizat legatura rips de urzeala
cu caracter regulat, iar pentru realizarea motivelor
decorative s-a utilizat legatura atlas rombic A8/3, cu
efect de urzeald pe fata tesaturii si, implicit, cu efect
de batatura pe reversul tesaturii. Galonul ornamen-
tal are litimea de 13 mm si este realizat prin tesere
din fire de mitase naturald, fire metalice obtinute
prin infdsurarea unei bentite metalice pe miez de
matase naturald si bandd metalicid. Nasturii folositi
pentru inchiderea piesei sunt realizati din fir de
mdtase naturald si fir metalic (bentitd metalica din
argint infasuratd pe miez de mitase naturala).

Cercetarea piesei Epitrahil prin metode de
analize non invazive

Tehnica de cercetare avansatd, cu aplicabili-
tate inclusiv in domeniul conservarii-restaurarii
obiectelor de patrimoniu, permite investigarea
minutioasd a acestora din punctul de vedere al
caracteristicilor fizico-chimice. Rezultatele exa-
mindrii vizuale, cu ochiul liber sau cu ajutorul
instrumentelor optice de madrit si ale analizelor fi-

zico-chimice efectuate prin tehnici moderne, sunt
extrem de utile restauratorului, in vederea stabili-
rii diagnozei starii de conservare a obiectului, pre-
cum si pentru alegerea metodologiei corespunza-
toare de conservare-restaurare.

Cercetarea si conservarea-restaurarea Epitra-
hilului provenit din cripta mitropolitului Gavriil
Bénulescu-Bodoni, la fel ca si orice interventie de
acest gen, a urmat o procedurd logica, bine stabili-
ta, realizatd in doud etape.

Prima etapd (realizatd dupa prelevarea din
criptd si completata in laborator) a constat in exami-
narea vizuald a obiectelor arheologice, consemnarea
datelor obtinute si elaborarea fisei acestui obiect. A
fost consemnata starea de conservare din momentul
excavarii, depunerile existente si culoarea. Fisele sunt
insotite in mod obligatoriu cu imagini de ansamblu
si detaliu surprinse cu ajutorul aparatului foto sau a
camerei video, imagini care completeaza arhiva de
date stiintifice a obiectului arheologic.

A doua etapd a cercetirii (realizatd in cadrul
laboratoarelor de restaurare-conservare) cuprin-
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de analize specifice, realizate prin tehnici diverse:
spectrometrie (XRF, FTIR), investigatii microsco-
pice (microscopie opticd, microscopie electroni-
cd de baleiaj), inclusiv analize microbiologice. In
general, metodele de analiza utilizate de fizicieni
si chimisti pentru investigarea obiectelor arheolo-
gice sunt non-invazive, dar se pot utiliza si metode
minim invazive.

Metodele de examinare vizuald sunt metode
non-invazive, realizate cu ochiul liber sau cu aju-
torul instrumentelor optice de marit (stereomicro-
scopul sau lupa binoculard, microscopul optic, vi-
deo-microscopul, lupa), folosind lumina reflectata
de obiectul studiat. Cu ajutorul microscopului op-
tic, a video-microscopului si a lupei, pentru piesa
textild arheologica Epitrahil s-a identificat: natura
fibrelor textile, degradarea fibrelor textile, tipu-
rile de depuneri provenite din mediul arheologic.
De asemenea, cu ajutorul stereomicroscopului s-a
reusit identificarea si descifrarea tehnicii de reali-
zare atat a tesdturii, cat si a firelor speciale utilizate
in realizarea galoanelor ornamentale si a nasturilor.

Metodele de analizd furnizeaza date refe-
ritoare la compozitia chimicd elementald sau
moleculard, date despre structura cristalind a
materialelor din care sunt realizate obiectele. Me-
todele utilizate in cercetarea artefactelor arheolo-
gice sunt: spectrometria in IR cu tranformaté Fou-
rier (FTIR); spectrometria Raman; spectrometria
de fluorescenta de raze X (XRF), termogravime-
tria (TG).

Pentru cazul studiat, s-a folosit spectrometria
de fluorescentd de raze X (XRF), utilizatda pentru
identificarea materialelor componente, precum si
a produsilor proveniti din mediul de inhumare.
Acest tip de analiza este foarte important pentru
restaurator. Datoritd acestui tip de analizd non-in-
vazivi, pe baza rezultatelor obtinute, se poate sta-
bili tratamentul.

Analiza benzilor metalice si a firului metalic
din componenta elementelor de pasmanterie (ga-
loane, franjuri) a indicat cé acestea sunt realizate
din argint si argint aurit, agsa cum se poate observa
in tigurile de mai jos (fig. 2,a-b).

Spectrometria in IR cu transformatd Fourier
(FTIR) este utilizata pentru a obtine informatii
asupra grupelor functionale organice §i anorga-
nice ale unor diversi compusi chimici prezenti in
esantionul analizat (pigmentii din picturd, ma-
nuscrise, coloranti si fibre textile). Metoda FTIR
permite realizarea de analize spectrale detaliate
atat calitative, cat si cantitative. Cu ajutorul FTIR
poate fi identificatd natura fibrelor textile si pot fi
analizati colorantii utilizati pentru vopsirea fibre-
lor/firelor textile [Geba 2006].

Firele din componenta tesiturii au fost in-
vestigate atat prin microscopie opticd, cat si prin
Spectrometrie in IR (FTIR). Aceasta tehnici a fost
utilizata pentru identificarea naturii firelor tesaturii
(fig. 3), prin analiza spectrelor din zonele benzilor
de amida, care constituie scheletul peptidic.

Spectrele au fost inregistrate cu un spectrofo-
tometru FT-IR cuplat cu un microscop HYPERI-
ON 1000, ambele echipamente de la Bruker Optic,
Germania. Spectrofotometrul FT-IR este de tip
TENSOR 27, care este adecvat cu preponderenta
masuratorilor in IR apropiat. Detectorul standard
este DLaTGS care acopera domeniul spectral 7500
- 370 cm-1 si care lucreazd la temperatura came-
rei. Rezolutia este de reguld 4 cm-1, dar poate atin-
ge si 1 cm-1. TENSOR 27 este echipat cu un laser
de He — Ne care emite la 633 nm si la o putere de
1 mW si prezintd o aliniere ROCKSOLID a inter-

ferometrului. Raportul semnal/zgomot al acestui
aparat este foarte bun. TENSORUL este complet
controlat de soft-ul OPUS.

Microscopul HYPERION 1000 este un acceso-
riu care poate fi cuplat cu aproape oricare spectro-
fotometru FT-IR Bruker. Pentru masuratori complet
nedistructive se cupleaza spectrofotometrul TEN-
SOR 27 cu microscopul HYPERION 1000 si, de re-
guld, pentru probe solide se lucreazi in reflexie.

Soft-ul este de tip OPUS/VIDEO pentru
achizitii de date video interactive. Se poate lucra
atat in transmisie, cét si in reflexie. Detectorul este
de tip MCT récit cu azot lichid (-1960C). Dome-
niul spectral este de 600-7500 cm-1 si aria masu-
ratd este optimizata la un diametru de 250 um cu
posibilitatea de a atinge un minim de 20 pm. Mi-
croscopul este echipat cu un obiectiv 15X.

In figura 3 se observd picurile si regiunea
spectrald atribuite benzilor de amidd, Amida I,
Amida II si Amida III, respectiv 1655,77 cm-1,
1558,39 cm-1 si 1202,70-1331,92 cm-1, care co-
respund matasii [Geba 2006].

Restaurare-conservare

Starea de conservare a materialelor textile re-
cuperate din medii arheologice reflecta tipurile de
degradare acumulate pe parcursul istoriei obiec-
tului (incepand cu etapele de prelucrare a materi-
ilor prime in vederea obtinerii produselor finite,

utilizarea produselor finite) si, ulterior, ingroparea
acestora (locarea acestora in mediul de inhumare).
Marea majoritate a obiectelor textile descoperite
in cadrul cercetérilor arheologice au fost purtate
in cadrul activitatilor cotidiene, prezentand, din
acest motiv, un anumit grad de uzurd functionala.
Efectele purtirii, spaldrii, expunerii la razele solare,
degradari cunoscute sub denumirea de imbatrani-
re fizicd a materialului textil, pot fi observate prin
analiza morfologiei si a proprietatilor fizico-chimi-
ce si fizico-mecanice ale fibrelor, in cursul lucrérilor
de cercetare, post — excavare. Modul in care fibrele
textile, deja degradate, interactioneaza cu mediul
de inhumare, va determina supravietuirea, sau nu,
a materialului textil. In functie de natura fibrelor
sau a materialelor componente (in cazul obiectelor
compozite) si de caracteristicile mediului de inhu-
mare, nivelul de degradare al materialelor textile va
fi diferit.

Procesul de conservare-restaurare a fost difi-
cil si complex si s-a realizat parcurgind mai multe

etape, impuse de starea de conservare: investigatia
stiintifica; tratamente biologice de aseptizare a
materialului textil arheologic; hidratare progresi-
vd; curdtire mecanicd; curdtire umedd in béi di-
verse de curitire si concentratii diferite, alternativ
cu etapele de curatire mecanica; curdtire chimica
prin imersie in diverse solutii; uscare controlatd
si aplatizarea cutelor formate aleatoriu; consoli-
dare pe suport nou; reasamblare piesa; proiectare
si realizare elemente de muzeotehnicd, conform
normelor de conservare, in vederea valorificirii
muzeale. Fiecare etapd a curatirilor a fost extrem
de importanta si a fost repetatd de mai multe ori
inainte de etapa consolidérii pe un nou suport. La
fiecare etapd s-a realizat documentatia foto-video
care face parte din arhiva cu datele stiintifice ale
obiectului.

Din punctul de vedere al starii de conservare,
pe intreaga suprafata a piesei Epitrahil se remarcau
depuneri de sdruri, atit pe tesdturd cét si pe nas-
turi, provenite din sapétura si din descompunerea
materiilor organice din mediul de inhumare (fig.

4,a; 7,a); prezenta urmelor unui atac de
mucegai (cauzat de valoarea ridicatd
a umiditatii din mediul de inhuma-
re), a condus alaturi de ceilalti factori
de degradare, la fragilizarea excesiva
a materialului textil. De asemenea, se
remarcau rupturi cu/fira lacune de
material ale teséturii si galoanelor, in
partea inferioard a piesei (fig. 5,a-b),
lipsa, in proportie mare, a franjurilor
din matase naturala, in partea stinga
a piesei (fig. 5, b), deformari si plieri
accentuate produse in mod aleatoriu,
accentuate in zona gatului (fig. 7,a), iar
pe intreaga suprafata a galoanelor, erau
prezenti produsi de coroziune a firelor
metalice (sulfuri de argint); firele me-
talice in anumite zone erau rupte/des-
prinse din contextura galoanelor.
Tratamentele de conservare-resta-
urare au fost particularizate si au avut ca
scop indepdrtarea produsilor de degra-
dare prezenti si stabilizarea din puncte-
le de vedere fizico-chimic si fizico-me-
canic a structurilor textile, precum si
redarea aspectului si a formei initiale.
Dezinfectia/dezinsectia, hidratarea pro-
gresivd, curatiri mecanice usoare au fost
primele etape ale acestui proces de con-
servare-restaurare. Pentru indepértarea
produsilor proveniti din descompune-
rea organicd, a sdrurilor si a produsilor
proveniti din mediul arheologic (fig.
4,b), piesa a fost supusd unui tratament
chimic, prin imersie in baie de Comple-
xon III, timp de 24 ore. Realizarea bailor

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de conservare-restaurare. Pentru produsii de coro-
ziune ai argintului, piesa a fost supusa unui alt tra-
tament chimic denumit ,,baia de argint’, tratament
ce a avut o durata scurtd, de 10 minute, realizat sub
stricta supraveghere (fig. 7,a-b), controland per-
manent pH-ul béii. Dupa acest tratament (fig. 7,c),
piesa a fost ulterior supusa unor bai de hidratare,
prin imersie, in apd distilata si glicerind. Detasarea
in parti componente (fig. 8), continuarea tratamen-
telor de curatiri mecanice alternativ cu cele umede
au fost realizate pentru indepartarea murdariei ade-
rente. Au urmat etapele de consolidare a tesaturii
piesei, prin coasere cu fire fine de borangic, pe un
nou suport textil din matase naturald (fig. 9), res-
pectand principiile stiintifice ale restaurérii (com-
patibilitatea materialelor, integrarea cromaticd).
Ultima etapd a procesului de restaurare-conservare
a constat in reasamblarea pértilor componente con-
form croiului original.

Valorificare muzeala - pentru aceasta piesa
a fost proiectat si realizat un suport special (fig.
10,a) astfel incat sd rdspunda normelor de conser-

vare, dar s fie si valorificatd muzeal, intr-o stare
cat mai apropiatd de modul de folosire a acesteia
in practica liturgica (fig. 10,b).

Concluzii

Restaurarea-conservarea patrimoniului cultural
mobil reprezintd o activitate de cercetare stiintifica,
completatd, in mod obligatoriu, de interventia pe
obiect, prin metode de executie tehnica de inalta ca-
lificare profesionald. Metodele de analizd descrise in
lucrare (XRF si FTIR) au contribuit la identificarea
materialelor componente. Rezultatele analizelor fi-
zico-chimice efectuate prin tehnici moderne, au fost
utile restauratorului, in vederea stabilirii diagnozei
stirii de conservare a obiectului, precum si pentru
alegerea metodologiei corespunzitoare de conserva-
re-restaurare. Tratamentele de restaurare-conservare,
aplicate in mai multe etape, au facut posibil ca piesa sa
fie salvatd si pusa in circuitul muzeal.

The article analyzes the collected data of philological and historical order which explains the origin of the expression “To
live as long as Cheile Bacului!” which circulates in the form of folklore in the perimeter of the Ghidighici suburb of Kishinev
municipality. The expression has its origins in ancient times and belongs to a geological formation made on a segment of the
Béc River not far from the city of Kishinev, on whose account legends were created and to which personalities like Dimitrie
Cantemir, the Swede Weismantel, B.P. Hasdeu, the Bessarabian Zamfir Arbore, the Russian Zasciuk and the Romanian histo-
rian Nicolae Densusianu showed interest. According to the erudite scholar B. P. Hasdeu and the Romanian historian Nicolae
Densusianu, the formation that bears the name of Cheile Bacului are the ruins of some human constructions made in Antiquity.

Introducere

In satul Ghidighici, o suburbie a orasului
Chisinau, se utilizeaza adesea o expresie frazeologi-
ca care circuld doar in perimetrul restrans al locului,
fiind inaccesibil altora — ,,A trdi cat Cheile Bacu-
lui!”. Expresia are un continut general filosofic, fiind
rostitd fie ca o urare de viatd lunga, fie ca o ironie la
adresa interlocutorului care exagereaza in tdrdgana-
re si lene. Aceste semnificatii au totusi o structurd
de sens comuni, insemnand ,,vechime”. Sitenii nu-
si mai amintesc de unde provine expresia, marea

majoritate nici macar nu-si poate explica de ce locul
pe unde curge raul Bac din dreptul localitatii lor se
numeste Cheile Bacului. Tot in uzul popular, platoul
de deasupra stancii de langa raul Bac dinspre satul
Ghidighici este numit Dealul Cheiului. Chiar si cei
mai tineri locuitori ai satului Ghidighici numesc lo-
cul in care soseaua din directia satului atinge artera
Balcani: ,,In Deal la Chei”, iar segmentul de drum
care il preceda are numele de ,Intre chei”. In arti-
colul de fatd vom analiza datele colectate in vederea
unei mai bune intelegeri a originii acestei expresii.
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Legenda si istoricul cercetarilor

In dreptul localititii Ghidighici, raul Bac
curge printr-un defileu stancos. In prezent, relie-
ful este schimbat din cauza multiplelor extrageri
de calcar. In timpurile mai de demult, in acest loc
stancile se aplecau asupra raului, de pérea cd vor
sd-1 sugrume. Oamenii au fabulat pe seama acestei
constituiri a naturii, dindu-i semnificatii superi-
oare. Locul a primit numele de ,Cheile Bacului”
[Craciun 2004, 77].

Sa retinem insd ci aceastd denumire este
strict populara. in dictionarul explicativ, ,chei”
are intelesul de ,tarm intarit cu zid de piatrd,
avand scopul de a preveni inundatiile” [DEX
2004, 77]. In limba romani se utilizeazi numele
de ,,chei” pentru locurile prin care apa unor rauri
isi sapd albii prin stanci construind reliefuri geolo-
gice frumoase. Prin urmare, denumirea are un su-
port fizic si este logica si fireascd. Cu toate acestea,
in folclorul moldovenesc se spunea despre aceste
stanci cd au fost lucrérile diavolului. Intr-o buni
zi, zice povestea, dracii s-au gandit sd bareze apa
Bacului cu bolovani pentru ca raul sa se reverse si
sd inece oamenii care locuiau in satele din impre-
jurime. Toatd noaptea necuratii au adus pietroaie
la r4u, dar cand erau pe cale si-si termine treaba,
cocosii din satul din apropiere, dindu-si seama de
intentia dracilor, au cantat mult mai devreme de
rasdritul soarelui. Speriate ca-i apuca dimineata,
fapturile sinistre au luat-o la sandtoasa si nu s-au
mai intors [Craciun 2004, 77]".

Cheile Bacului a suscitat interesul unor ca-
latori straini, carturari, scriitori din secole XVIII-
XIX si al unor cercetitori din perioada postbelica,
de la Dimitrie Cantemir, suedezul Weismantel,
B.P. Hasdeu si Zamfir Arbore, la rusul A. Zasciuk.

PAna in secolul trecut, in aceastd zona se mai
gdsea un sir de pietre foarte mari, aranjate in linie
dreapta, de parca au fost aliniate inadins de niste oa-
meni. Se scria despre aceste pietre cd erau lungi de
3-4 coti si aveau patru colturi. Acestea se intindeau
pand la Nistru si mai departe, pand in Crimeea.

Stand la Chisinau, in 1714, dupa infrange-
rea lui Carol al XII-lea la Poltava, suedezul Weis-
mantel s-a ardtat interesat de aceastd formatiune
geologica. Potrivit lui, localnicii de atunci aveau
varianta lor de explicatie a ciudatelor pietre. Ei
spuneau ca diavolul insusi ar fi facut o gaura mare
intr-un munte stancos cu gandul de a abate apa
raului [Weismantel 1983, 334, 345].

in capitolul IV, ,Despre tinuturile si targu-
rile Moldovei” al monumentalei lucrari ,,Descri-
erea Moldovei”, Dimitrie Cantemir descria tinutul
Lapusna intr-un fel in care pietrele de langa raul
Bac aveau o insemnatate mai mare pentru el chiar
decat targusorul Chisinau: ,,Ca urmare, cetatea cea
mai de seama din acest tinut este acum Lipusna,
asezata pe rausorul cu acelasi nume, unde se afla
doi pércalabi randuiti de domn sa grijeasca de ne-
voile tinutului. Pe 1anga aceasta (cetate) se afld pe
raul Bicu (Bacului; de la ,,bac”= taur, sau ,, a da
baca’= ,a nu reusi’), Chisindul, un targusor de
mica importantd. Nu departe de el se vede un sir
de pietre foarte mari asezate in linie atat de dreap-
td de parcd ar fi puse de mana omului. Dar ce ma
impiedica sa cred aceasta este atdt mdrimea pie-
trelor, cat si lungimea traseului pe care se afla, cici
unele au trei sau patru coti pe fiecare latura a unui
pétrat, iar sirul lor se intinde dincolo de Nistru,
spre Crimeea. In limba tarii li se spune Cheile Bi-
cului si taranii, in simplitatea lor, spun ca ele au
fost lucrarea dracilor care s-au jurat sa astupe apa
Bicului” [Cantemir 1992, 25]

Capitanul rus Zasciuk, care a fost trimis de
tar ca sd cerceteze la fata locului aceasta lucrare,
scrie despre pietre cd par sd fi fost cAndva sem-
ne de marcat un hotar: ,,De la actualul Chisinau
in directiunea citre Prut prin codrii Caprianei
se intindea odata un sir de lespezi pe jumaitate
ingropate in pamant. Acele lespezi s-au mai con-
servat inca in unele locuri, iar despre altele mai
povestesc tdranii cd le-au luat randuri-rdnduri
pentru trebuintele lor Nu cred ca cineva se va
apuca a dovedi ca acele pietre formau oarecand
un zid compact, din dosul céruia vechi locuitori
se vor fi apdrat invaziunii rapitorilor vecini. Acele
pietre mergeau fara intrerupere prin paduri, prin
balti si prin rape. Dupa toatd probabilitatea, ele
serveau, ca si santurile de pamant, drept semne
de hotar” [Zashchiuk 1862; Hasdeu 1893, 2796].
Zasciuk aflase cé in unele acte ce tin de delimita-
rile mosiilor méndstiresti se mentiona cé pietrele
sunt rdmase din timpurile vechi.

Citandu-l, in lucrarea sa Basarabia in sec.
XIX, B.P. Hasdeu era de pérerea cd aglomerarea
de pietre era o lucrare facutid de oameni din pe-
rioada anticd, constituind atunci un zid de apara-
re. Potrivit carturarului, aliniamentul de pietroaie
incepea de la Prut, mai exact de la Ungheni, tre-
cand prin codrii Céprianei, apoi traversa raul Bac
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pe la miazd-noapte de Chisindu, se intindea prin
mosia Petricani si ajungea pand la malul Nistrului:
»Acest aliniament de pietroaie pe directia vest-
est incepea de la (Ungheni) Prut (insarcinarea sa
nedepasind acest rau), trecand prin codrii Cépria-
nei, pe la miazd-noapte de Chisinau, peste mosiile
(satelor) Ghidighici si Petricani, care se afld langa
Bic si mergand inainte traversa raul Bicu, dupa
care se izbea de malul Nistrului” [Hasdeu 1893,
2796-2797, 2728] (tig. 1).

Eruditul stia de la tatal siu, Alexandru Hasdeu,
ca localnicii desprindeau periodic cate o piatra care
le era de trebuinta in gospodarii, incat lucrarea ris-
ca sd fie distrusd. Ceea ce s-a si intamplat: ,,In fine,
dupd o notitd manuscripta ramasa de la tatil meu,
se constata ca el insusi a vizut acele blocuri de piatra
infipte in pamant, aproape de Chisineu, pe mosiile
Petricani si Ghidighis - singura indicatiune topo-
graficd precisa pe care o avem pand astazi” [Hasdeu
1893, 2797].

B.P. Hasdeu mentioneaza cd monumentul s-a
bucurat de o mare atentie a oamenilor de stiintd
din térile vecine. Unii, mai putin informati, pre-
ferau sd aproximeze informatiile primite de la
tarani. Astfel ca ... Pavel Svinin, un functionar la
Ministerul de Externe al Imperiului rus, trimis la
Chisindu in 1815, scria ci pietrele de la Cheile Ba-
cului sunt niste munti inalti. La 1781, Sulzer scria
ca zidul ar fi fost construit de avari, goti sau de
romani, iar colonelul rus Meier din timpul impa-
ritesei Ecaterina a dat o ipoteza cu totul absurda
conform cireia constructia ar fi fost ridicatd de
Ioan Huniade pentru a pune hotar intre Basara-
bia si Moldova. La inceputul secolului al XIX-lea,

grecul Dimitrie Philippide sau calugirul Daniil
mentioneazd cd aceastd megaconstructie, pe care
o asemdna cu zidurile ciclopice, era numitd de
romani nu numai ,,Cheile Bacului’, dar si ,,Cheile
Rautului” [Hasdeu 1893, 2793-2793].

Renumitul filolog il citeaza si pe scriitorul
Constantin Stamati care, intr-o lucrare in lim-
ba rusd, intitulata Despre Basarabia si cetdtile ei
vechi si publicata in revista Societdtii imperiale de
istorie si antichitdti din Odessa (1848) [Stamati
1992, 459], mentioneaza sirul de lespezi de lan-
gd Chisindu, despre care spune cd sunt numite de
locuitori Cheile raului Bdcu. Acestea incep la raul
Prut, trec prin codrii Caprianei taie in lat intreaga
Basarabie: ,,Putem dard afirma fara nicio sfiala ca
constructiunea numita Cheile Bacului taia in doua
parti Basarabia” si trecea prin locul care se numea
Cheile Bacului de pe un mal pe altul al rauli Bac
[Hasdeu 1893, 2798]. Constructia era asa de mare
incat i-a impresionat pe tdranii care au numit zi-
dul ca fiind ,,al diavolului”> Mai mult decat atét,
Hasdeu crede ca, in hrisovul lui Alexandru cel
Bun de la 1420%, cuvantul ,,gradiste” care marca pe
atunci partea de nord a asezarii din aria actualu-
lui oras Chisinau se referea tocmai la constructia
Cheile Bacului, care era un mur, un lung zid din
blocuri. Acest lucru ar insemna cé uriasul mur a
fost construit de ,,un neam statornic, in curs de
multi ani, in Basarabia de jos de Bac pand la gurile
Dunarii” [Hasdeu 1893, 2800].

Printr-o operatie logica de ordin istoric si fi-
lologic, B.P. Hasdeu exclude bulgarii care au stat
temporar pe aceste teritorii ajungand la concluzia
cd ,Asadar inainte de anul 650, pe cind Basara-
bia meridionald era ocupata de Slavi, existau deja
Cheile Bacului; atunci ele existau, fireste, nu prin
acele slabe ramadsite despre care vorbeste Stamati si
Zasciuk, ba nici chiar asa cum le vazuse Cantemir,
ci existau in deplinatate, ca un adevirat zid ciclo-
pic de blocuri de piatra pétrata, inalte de trei sau
patru coti, intins de la Prut pana la Nistru si tdind
latul Basarabiei actuale in doua jumatati. Orice po-
por care trecea Nistru in intervalul dintre Dubdsari
si Bender, trebuia sd dea peste acest zid, care-1 du-

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cea drept la unghiul sau drept in unghiu” [Hasdeu
1893, 28002-2804] (astizi locul de trecere a zidului
peste Prut se numeste ,,Ungheni”) (fig. 2).

Carturarul crede cé zidul ar fi putut sa fie ridi-
cat de Bastarni: ,,Deci singura conclusiune la care
ne este permis pand acum a ajunge printr-o cer-
cetare metodicd este cd originea Cheilor Bacului,
anterioard erei crestine, se datoreaza nationalitatii
celei celtice a Bastarnilor: dansii s-au fost format
din Basarabia sudica o formidabila cetate, incon-
juratd din trei parti de Prut, Nistru, gurile Dunarii
si Marea Neagra, iar din partea a patra aparatd de
o ziddrie gigantica, din care dupé o duratd de doua
mii de ani, secolul urmator nu va mai gasi nici o
urma” [Hasdeu 1893, 2809-2810].

Prezentand raul Bac in monumentala sa carte
Basarabia in secolul XIX, Zamfir C. Arbore atestd
faptul ca urmele pietroaielor existau inca pe vre-
mea sa: ,,Altd datd, povestesc batranii, Bacul nu se
usca, dar pe atunci malurile sale erau acoperite cu
paduri, iar acum aceste paduri au disparut. Pe ma-
lurile Bacului, de-a lungul sau, adica trecand cam
pe linia ce s-ar intinde de la Ungheni prin Codrii
Bacului (ménastirea Chipriani) si pana la guri-
le Bacului, exista pand acum ramadsitele unui fel
de zid urias, din care au ramas pietre si bolovani
mari, pe cari poporul le numesc Cheile Bacului”
[Arbore 1992, 61]. Zamfir C. Arbore considerd
aceste pietre una din ,rdmdsitele antice... rama-
se inca nestudiate de catre oamenii competenti”.
Dintre acestea, ,,Cel mai vechi monument istoric,
cea mai anticd ramasitd istorica, ale cirei nume s-a
mai pastrat pe ici pe colea pand in zilele noastre
dincolo de Prut, sunt incontestabil Cheile Bacu-
lui” [Arbore 1992, 368]. Din nenorocire, taranii au
rapit treptat pietroaiele astfel incat au nimicit acest
monument al antichitétii, ,aceastd zidérie origina-
13 si mareata”.

In mare, studiul lui Zamfir C. Arbore se ba-
zeazd pe datele prezentate de B.P. Hasdeu din care
citeaza din abundentd si pe care il completeaza
cu alte doud marturii ce contin buciti din legen-
darul Cheile Bacului. Istoricul citeazd dintr-un
manuscris al unui profesor de liceu din Chisinau,
un oarecare Cerneavski care, ocupandu-se de ge-
ografia Basarabiei si cilatorind prin multe locuri
ale acestui tinut, descrie valea Bacului in felul ur-
mator: ,Pentru a strabate din valea Bugeacului
spre infunditura (cotlovina) din Bilti, dincolo
de Orheiu, singura cale este aceea care duce spre

Orheiu din Chisindu spre Pascani; dar si aici céila-
torul este oprit prin veriga muntilor, care la nord
se incep cu indltimea muntelui Médgura. Aceasta
configuratiune a solului Basarabiei centrale fireste
ca a fost din cauza pentru care in antichitate po-
poarele slave, care locuiau in sudul Basarabiei si
dincolo de Nistru, precum si la gurile sale, au nu-
mit aceastd parte a tarii «ugol». Linia Bacului care
se ispraveste spre nord-vest tocmai prin linia veri-
gei muntelui Magura, iar de la sud-vest prin satul
Ungheni, nume ce deriva din cuvantul moldove-
nesc unghiu, formeazd un unghi ascutit perfect,
care desparte Basarabia de la nord de Basarabia de
la sud” [Arbore 1992, 377-378].

O alta marturie consemnatd de Zamfir Ar-
bore apartindind unui contemporan al sau din
Chisinau, Alex Petica, contine o legenda foarte
interesantd legata de acest subiect: ,Cheile Ba-
cului nu s-au distrus pana acum si chiar secolul
viitor totusi va mai mosteni ceva din ramasitele
uriasului zid, care altadata a despartit Basarabia in
doud jumatati. In codrii manistirii Cdprieni, prin
desisul padurilor, pe drumul spre Lozova, cale de
vreo opt verste, se afld si acum 28 de pietroaie mari,
agezate in pamant, care formeazd un adevdrat zid,
asa cd drumul e inconjurd; aceste 28 de pietroaie
ocupa in lungime o distanta de peste 9 stangeni,
fiecare piatrd e de doi coti cel putin deasupra pa-
mantului. Poporul d-acolo povesteste despre aces-
te pietre urmatoarea legendd: pe timpul tatarilor,
un cdlugdr din ménastirea Hancul seu Varzaresti,
mergand prin padure a fost intdmpinat pe acest
loc de Tétari, care mergeau pe o carare unul dupa
altul; calugérul speriat s-a intors catre pdgani si i-a
afurisit cu o cruce ce avea pe piept; si intr-o clipa
toti tatarii s-au preficut in lespezi, care au si raimas
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locului” [Arbore 1992, 378].

Asadar, atat B.P. Hasdeu, cét si profesorul
rus, considerau constructia Cheile Bacului ca
avandu-si originea in timpuri stravechi cand era
un zid de apérare in forma unui unghi dand in raul
Prut, numit azi Ungheni. Cercetatorul Paul Emil
Rascu a polemizat insd cu ipoteza ca pietrele au
fost ramasitele unor fortificatii. Comparandu-le
cu menhirele din Bretania (in limba bretona men
inseamna piatra, iar hir, lung, deci pietre lungi),
cercetatorul era de parere cd aceasta constructie in
linie, in adevar, isi afla originea in vremurile foar-
te vechi, doar cd avea pentru ele o alta explicatie.
Pietrele enorme prin padurile de aici aveau functie
indicativd, dupa el, fiind niste borne care marcau
un drum stravechi ce lega spatiul Nord-Pontic
de Asia Centrald, centre spirituale ale epocii. Cel
putin asa procedau romanii cu drumurile lor care
legau cetatile din lumea cunoscuta [vezi: Rascu].

Ipoteza ca pietroaiele indicau in antichita-
te o cale importantd isi are originea in una dintre
cele mai curioase ipoteze, pe care o face istoricul
Nicolae Densusianu in Dacia preistoricd. El con-
siderd ca felul in care arita ,sirul de lespezi im-
plantate vertical in pamant” nu semana cu un zid.
Gigantica constructie megaliticd nu a avut nicio-
datad caracterul unei constructii de aparare: ,, Atat
dupd natura locurilor pe unde trecea, cat si dupd
directiunea sa de la apus spre rasarit, aceastd lun-
gd ingirare de lespezi brute implantate in pamant
prin pustietatile cele salbatice ale Scitiei vechi nu
era facuta ca sa impiedice o invaziune” [Densusianu
1986, 148]°. Pentru a demonstra menirea si originile
acestor pietre, Densusianu recurge la studiile unor
specialisti de antichitate. La Quint Curtiu Ruf, care
a scris despre razboiul regelui Alexandru (fondato-
rul orasului Alexandria) impotriva scitilor, istoricul
romén giseste o referire la o constructie care s-ar
afla cam in locurile numite mai tarziu Basarabia: ,,...
Alexandru {i persecutd tot restul zilei si trecu chiar
dincolo de Stalpii lui Liber Pater. Acesti Stalpi ai
lui Liber Pater, ne spune Quint Curtiu, «erau niste
monumente ce consistau din bolovani sau lespezi
mari asezate in sir regulat la mici intervale unele de
altele»”[Densusianu 1986, 149]. Densusianu con-
siderd ca aceste pietre — din care facea parte sirul
numit la basarabeni Cheile Bacului - formau o ra-
mura a unei constructii megalitice, purténd nume-

le de Termini Liberi Patris si insemnand ,Cele ce-L
privesc pe Tatal Ceresc”. Gigantica constructie ro-
mana avea o utilitate publicd, columnele de piatra
brutd indicau calatorilor directia drumurilor prin
tinuturile mai putin populate si lipsite de semne de
orientare. In »Desertul getilor”, ,,in aceste timpuri
depirtate istorice, singurul drum, care reprezenta
mai putine dificultati pentru comunicatiunea din-
tre Carpati si tinuturile de langa lacul Meoitic, era
pe valea Bacului din Besarabia de astazi, si care apoi
de la Nistru se prelungea cétre Don” [Densusianu
1986, 150]. Asadar, Termini Liberi Patris erau niste
simple columne itinerare prin deserturile sélbatice,
indicand célétorilor si comerciantilor linia celui mai
mare drum intre Asia si Europa.

Nu era o cale simpld, numele drumului era
mentionat pana si in literatura artistica. De exem-
plu, Ovidiu a consemnat-o in Fastele sale drept
»cdile triumfale ale lui Bach sau Liberi Pater prin
Scitia’, iar Pindar i-a dedicat ode considerand cd ele
sunt monumentele unor fapte glorioase: ,,...in tara
hiperboreilor, existd 0 multime nenumarata de stal-
pi itinerari, din piatrd tdiatd, inalti de cate 100 de
picioare si asezati in sir” [Densusianu 1986, 151].

Trebuie spus ca argumentele lui Nicolae
Densusianu incdntd, caci ne trimite spre o isto-
rie cu rddécinile spirituale implantate profund in
timpurile stravechi. Cu toate rezervele care i s-au
aratat, lectura acestor reconstituiri imaginare nu
te poate ldsa indiferent. Reiese, potrivit istoricului,
cé sirul de pietroaie exista inca pe timpul lui Pin-
dar si cd indicau fapte glorioase.

Dar incantarile pe care le provoacéd naratiunea
lui Nicolae Densusianu nu se incheie aici, istoricul
lanseazd incd o ipoteza potrivit cdreia scitii nu-
meau in limba lor aceste cai ,Exampaeos’, care,
in traducere greceasca, insemna ,Ciile sacre™
»In antichitatea greceascd se numeau «cai sfinte»
drumurile de comunicatiune, ce erau stabilite in-
tre centrele principale si intre locurile religioase
mai importante. Pe 1angé aceste drumuri sfinte se
aflau insirate in vechime diferite sanctuare si tem-
ple ale divinitétilor, columne, statuie, morminte-
le eroilor si ale persoanelor de distinctiune si alte
monumente comemorative. Pe aceste cdi se faceau
procesiunile solemne ale clerului si ale poporului,
pe ele se cantau imnele funebre, peanele de ru-
giciune, de invingere, de laude si de multumire
zeilor. In fine, pe aceste drumuri de siguranta
publica se transportau darurile particularilor, ale
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oraselor si populatiunilor la sanctuarele zeilor.
(...) Scitii, dupd cum ne spune Herodot, nu ridi-
cau divinitatilor sale nici statuie, nici altare, nici
temple. Monumentele principale, ce decorau ciile
cele sfinte ale scitilor, nu puteau fi, asadar, decat
o serie lunga de tumule enorme, precum si stal-
pii cei faimosi ai lui Liber Pater, considerati sacri”
[Densusianu 1986, 152-153].

O proba ca drumul care trecea pe langa
Chisindu si ducea spre Prut era de fapt o ,,Exam-
pae-os” este, potrivit lui Densusianu, denumirea
satului Speia, localitate de pe malul stang al Nis-
trului situatd nu departe de satul Gura Bacului pe
unde faimoasa linie de monumente monolite tra-
versa Nistrul.

Revenind la mentiunea lui Pindar la drumurile
care evocau fapte memorabile de razboi, Densusianu
concluzioneazi: ,Era o cale triumfali, identicid cu
Scythici triumphi ai lui Bach sau Liber Pater. Numi-
rea acestei cdi in limba triburilor scite era Exampae-
os, dupd Herodot, cuvant de origine pelasgd, a carui
formd nationala se vede a fi fost «sim-biae», adica
sanctae viae” [Densusianu, 1986, 153].

Asadar, Cheile Bacului se numeau cindva
Sim-biae - Calea sacrd. ,,Sim” in limba romani
existd in combinatiile cu sens de sfant Sim-Petru,
Sim-Medru.

Povestea aceasta, cu sau fird demonstratie
precisa, despre o cale straveche consideratd sacra
nu poate decat sa imbogéteasca patrimoniul spiri-
tual al locului. Si ca sa nu incheiem povestea aici,
continudm cu o altd ipotezd a istoricului care ras-
toarna etimologia numelui raului Bac ca fiind pro-
venitd de la cuvantul slav ,,bAc” ce insemna ,taur”
Originea acestei numiri, sustine Densusianu, se
afli denumirea drumurilor lui Bach sau ale lui
Liber Pater ce treceau prin Tracia si Scitia: Ln
cintecele eroice poporale ale roméanilor, continud
istoricul, se mai face incé si astazi amintire despre
«Bacul viteazul», «Bacul haiducului» care institu-
ise un serviciu de straji pe langa drumul cel lung
dintre Odriu (Adrianopol) si Diu (Vidin).

«Indltatul imparat

Cai el, mare, mi-a aflat,

De numele Bacului,

Bacului haiducului,

Bacului, viteazului,

Ce a pus streaja drumului

Din dealul Odriului

Pand-n preajma Diului...»

Teodorescu, Poesii populare”
[Densusianu 1986, 153]

Reiese de aici cd nu pietroaiele au luat numele
raului Bac, ci raul poarta numele stravechilor co-
lumne care indicau o ,,Sim-biae”. Dar si B.P. Hasdeu
punea accentul pe ceea ce precedd etimologia rau-
lui: ,,Slavic insa este aci numai numele, si nu prin
nume Bécul are o importantd istoric, ci printr-un
monument dintr-o epocd imemoriald, cu multi se-
coli mai veche decat prima aparitiune a Slavilor pe
tarmul Dundrii. Acel monument se cheami in po-
por Cheile Bacului” [Hasdeu 1893, 2792].

Cu alte argumente, dar tot in favoarea ipote-
zei potrivit careia pietroaiele (menhirele) marcau
un drum strivechi pledeazd istoricul Paul Emil
Rascu: ,,Obiceiul de a marca drumurile de mare
circulatie este bine cunoscut la roméni. Pe mun-
te, ciobanii, pentru a feri locurile rele pe timp de
ceatd, marcheazd drumurile lor cu gramezi de
pietre numite momadii. In lungul soselei spre lito-
ral din Bucuresti prin Urziceni, Slobozia si podul
de la Giurgeni, exista din loc in loc mari cruci de
piatra, frumos decorate cu sculpturi. Am soco-
tit aceasta deprindere potrivit obiceiului crestin
de a implanta o cruce pe locul altarului vreunei
biserici ddramate de timp. Am gasit scris insa
intr-o publicatie a lui N. Iorga cé aceste cruci au
cu totul alta semnificatie, aceea de a marca in Ba-
rdgan, pentru timp de toamnd, pe drumurile de
transhumanta ale ciobanilor catre biltile Dunarii,
locurile bune de popas unde se gdseau apa si lem-
ne de foc in apropiere” [vezi: Rascu].

Concluzii

Datele pe care ni le oferd cérturarii din se-
colul al XIX-lea si istoricii dovedesc, in primul
rand, cd expresia ,A trdi cat Cheile Bacului!” are
intelegerea de durata foarte lungd, intelegere legata
de denumirea de ,,Cheile Bacului”. Creatia popu-
lara orald constituie un depozitar de memorie nu
doar de istorie recentd, dar si de timpuri stravechi.
Este lesne de inteles ca interesul sporit identifi-
cat in relatérile célatorilor strdini si in descrierile
cunoscutilor carturari incepand cu principele Di-
mitrie Cantemir, Erasmus von Weismantel, Con-
stantin Stamati, B.P. Hasdeu, Zamfir Arbore si
A. Zasciuk trimis de tarul rus in Basarabia nu se
explica si nu se rezumd la legendele locuitorilor.
In mod cert, acestia aveau motive mult mai inte-
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meiate, cautind rosturile unor realititi de mare
incarciturd spirituald. In acest context, ipoteze-
le istoricului roman Nicolae Densusianu privind
pietroaiele care marcau in antichitate un drum de
o mare importanta nu doar economica, ci si ca lo-
curi sacre — Sim-biae (Calea sacrd) — ar fi sunat
plauzibil pentru ei. Nu sunt intdmplatoare nici

ne a energiei inepuizabile” pe care le poarta imbi-
narea toponimicd ,,Cheile Bacului” in expresia ghi-
dighicenilor. In orice caz, arheologia expresiei ,,A
trai cat Cheile Bacului!” sugereaza existenta unor
straturi adanci in istoria locului si trebuie sa-si ga-
seascd locul in patrimoniul nostru ca una dintre
cele mai pretioase expresii frazeologice.

Manifestarile artei preistorice s-au imbinat
adeseori cuideile religioase ale vechilor comunitati
umane, iar una dintre cele mai frecvente forme de
concretizare a acestui dualism a constituit-o re-
prezentarea antropomorfa.

Modelirile figurative au fost un subiect de cerce-
tare adesea abordat, fapt ce a generat o literatura des-
tul de vasta, care continud sd se imbogéteasca mereu.

Meritd amintitd in acest context ampla sinte-
za intocmitd de reputatul cercetitor Dan Monah',
care a zugrdvit, in cele mai complexe tuse, o ima-
gine a plasticii antropomorfe cucuteniene, reusind
sd ofere un ghid stiintific extrem de folositor. Fara
sa trecem in revista si diversele articole/studii axa-
te pe aceeasi tematica, vom aminti doar faptul ca
recent au apdrut cateva lucrari de tip catalog, in
ale caror pagini se regésesc loturi de plastica an-
tropomorfd eneolitica, aflate in diverse colectii
muzeale. Un bun exemplu il constituie lucrarea
colegilor din Republica Moldova semnata de S.
Terna si M. Vasilache, care include reprezentarile

umane modelate in lut, din faza Cucuteni A, exis-
tente in colectiile Muzeului National de Istorie a
Moldovei®.

O aparitie editoriald de data recentd o vom
aduce in atentie in randurile urmaitoare, fiind sem-
natd de colegii Adela Kovécs, Alexandru Nechifor
(Muzeul Judetean Botosani) si Constantin Apa-
raschivei (Muzeul National al Bucovinei), care au
valorificat toate reprezentarile antropomorfe cucu-
teniene din colectiile Muzeului Judetean Botosani.

Catalogul este, fara indoiala, un demers extrem
de util pentru ca reuneste, in acelasi cadru, obiecte
dintr-o categorie complexd, dar care sunt asociate
doar unui anumit spatiu geografic-administrativ.

Asa cum era si firesc, volumul este prefatat
de un bun cunoscitor al universului cucutenian,
respectiv de cercetitorul dr. Cornelia Magda Laza-
rovici, care face o succinté prezentare a intentiilor si
structurii catalogului, remarcénd utilitatea acestuia.

Un segment al lucrdrii, intitulat ,,O lume in
miniatura. Consideratii preliminare asupra statue-
telor antropomorfe cucuteniene’, cuprinde o serie
de consideratii generale despre ceea ce inseamna
plastica antropomorfa, de la elemente de tehnolo-
gie, repere tipologice si pana la semnificatii.

Din perspectiva tehnologiei de confectionare,
autorii catalogului fac unele precizari generale, ba-
zate pe observatii macroscopice, raportandu-se si la
ceea ce s-a scris in literatura arheologica romaneasca.

In functie de pozitia corpului reprezentri-
lor antropomorfe, acestea sunt ordonate in pozitie
verticald, asezate si diverse, asa cum sunt docu-
mentate in tot mediul cultural cucutenian.

Referitor la semnificatiile pieselor ce repre-
zinta figurine umane, autorii catalogului s-au
raportat la opiniile cele mai frecvent invocate in
literatura de specialitate, cum ar fi cele ale lui Vla-
dimir Dumitrescu si Dan Monah.

Discutand reprezentérile antropomorfe in
functie de cele trei etape evolutive ale culturii Cu-
cuteni, autorii lucrarii la care facem acum referi-
re au observat o serie de elemente comune, dar si
diferente. Spre exemplu, pentru faza Cucuteni A,
din lotul de piese studiate, o bund parte a acestora
infitiseaza femeia insarcinata. O altd trasiturd a
statuetelor antropomorfe o reprezintd decorurile
bogate, dar si reprezentarea unor piese vestimen-
tare sau elemente decorative.

Pentru prima faza a culturii Cucuteni, cele
mai bogate loturi de reprezentari umane in lut
provin de la Draguseni, Vorniceni si Ripiceni, in
siturile mentionate fiind descoperite piese extrem
de interesante.

In etapa Cucuteni A-B se constatd perpetuarea
unor canoane morfologice specifice momentului
cronologic anterior, reprezentarile plastice fiind de-
corate extrem de elaborat, iar o grupa mai restransa
include piese cu elemente ornamentale sumare.

Faza Cucuteni B include numeroase repre-
zentiri umane, modelate foarte armonios, iar une-

le sunt decorate cu detalii care sugereaza piese de
imbracaminte si chiar podoabe.

In cadrul catalogului sunt prezentate si vase
cu trasdturi antropomorfe, care constituie o cate-
gorie de artefacte cu o frecventd scizutd, dar care
se remarca prin trasituri artistice cu totul aparte,
care constituie uneori o armonioasd imbinare in-
tre modelarea plastica si pictura.

Catalogul efectiv, ce reprezintd si partea cea
mai consistentd a lucrdrii, include 180 de piese,
structurate in cinci grupe distincte: statuete antro-
pomorfe feminine (135), reprezentdri masculine
(18), statuete miniaturale (12), vase antropomorfe
(10) si statuete antropomorfe nedeterminate (5).
Acest lot de piese provine din colectiile Muzeului
Judetean Botosani, dar si din patrimoniul Muzeu-
lui de Arheologie Saveni.

Pentru fiecare piesa a fost intocmita o fisa-
tip, foarte complexd, care cuprinde: descrierea
detaliata a obiectului, provenienta, dimensiunile
si bibliografia (in cazul pieselor edite). Fisa este
completatd de mai multe fotografii ale artefactu-
lui, din unghiuri diferite, care faciliteaza observa-
rea diferitelor trasaturi morfologice sau dispune-
rea elementelor decorative.

Consistenta lotului de artefacte studiat, di-
versitatea tipologicd, valoarea artistica a pieselor,
dar si informatia bogatd pentru fiecare obiect in
parte recomanda acest catalog ca fiind un demers
stiintific valoros, care sintetizeaza o categorie de
obiecte preistorice cu mare impact pentru comu-
nitatea stiintifica.

In egald masurs, prin intermediul volumului
semnalat, ,,frumusetea transpusi in lut” poate fi
accesibild si marelui public interesat de arta si spi-
ritualitatea culturii Cucuteni.

Poate un rezumat intr-o limbé de circulatie
internationald ar fi completat in cel mai fericit
chip intregul proiect editorial.

Interesul pentru descoperirile monetare
din contexte religioase a capdtat un avant tot mai
pronuntat in literatura de specialitate. Din aceas-
ta cauzd, directia celor mai multe investigatii nu-
mismatice recente conferda monedei rolul de agent
determinant in jonctiunea dintre sacru si profan.
Aparitia volumului de fatd marcheaza eforturile
conjugate ale unui spectru foarte larg de cerceta-
tori, cu preocupari multiple de istorie, numismati-
cd, arheologie, istoria artei sau etnologie.

Colectia de articole a fost editatd de Nano-
uschka Myrberg Burstrom (Departamentul de
Arheologie si Studii Clasice al Universitatii din
Stockholm) impreund cu Gitte Tarnow Ingvard-
son (Universitatea din Lund, Suedia) si este al
doilea volum al seriei Religion and Money in the
Middle Ages, lansatd de Svein H. Gullbekk si Gi-
les E. M. Gasper cu prilejul editarii primului vo-
lum: Money and the Church in Medieval Euro-
pe, 1000-1200. Practice, Morality and Thought
(London-New York, 2015). Daci titlul celei din-
tai carti indica sugestiv coordonatele cercetarii,
obiectivele contributiei din 2019 aprofundeaza si
mai mult binomul de interes al seriei: moneda si
sacralitatea. Din acest punct de vedere, lucrarea
exploreaza legiturile dintre cele doud componente
(religia si banii), manifestate incad din Epoca fie-
rului si care pot fi perceptibile printr-o varietate
de mijloace, deopotriva scriptice si materiale. O
astfel de ancheta nu poate decat sd porneascid de
la o abordare interdisciplinara si care, intr-ade-
var, reuseste pe deplin sd reuneascd in randurile
volumului demonstratii de factura arheologica,
numismatica, antropologica si de istorie sociald,
ecleziasticd, economicd sau a mentalitatilor. Din
aceasta cauzd, intervalul cronologic examinat este
unul foarte larg, incepand cu vérsta tarzie a Epocii
fierului si pAna in vremurile de dupéd Reforma, cu
un accent geografic si cultural vadit orientat spre
crestindtatea apuseana.

In orice caz, forma lucririi este dati de o
constructie tripartitd, cu urmatoarele sectiuni:

(191-248). In plus, stadiul actual al cunoasterii in
domeniu, precum si modelul structural si meto-
dologic ales de editori este dezvoltat intr-un cu-
vant introductiv concis semnat de Nanouschka
Myrberg Burstrom (Introduction: Faith and ritu-
al materialised: Coin finds in religious contexts, p.
1-10). Analiza primei teme legatd de ipostaza mo-
nedei ca indicator al practicilor ritualice debutea-
za cu articol semnat de David Wigg-Wolf (Death
by deposition? Coins and ritual in the late Iron Age
and early Roman transition in northern Gaul, p.
13-29). Autorul observi cd practica depunerii mo-
netare de la sfarsitul Epocii fierului si in perioa-
da de tranzitie romana se afla intr-o permanenta
adaptare si nu poate urma o interpretare liniara
(p. 25). Monedele descoperite in sanctuarul de la
Martberg, cat si in cele doud aseziri centrale de la
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Martberg si Titelberg, raman un argument solid
al faptului ca aparitia monedelor cu valoare no-
minald mai micd a dus la extinderea capacititii de
a depune monede dincolo de elite, la 0 gama mai
larga de indivizi (p. 26). Tot pentru perioada Epo-
cii fierului, Michael Nick se pronunta cu retinere
legat de existenta unei conduite ritualice in care
piesele monetare erau investite cu un rol aparte
(The impact of coinage on ritual offerings during
the late Iron Age c. 250-25/15 BC, p. 30-48). Din
perspectiva sa metodologicd, regionalitatea extre-
ma a asezarilor si sanctuarelor din perioada mij-
locie si tarzie a Epocii fierului face imposibild ge-
neralizarea unor situatii arheologico-numismatice
particulare (p. 44-45).

Alte doua lucrari semnate de Claudia Perassi
(Coins and baptism in Late Antiquity: Written so-
urces and numismatic evidence reconsidered, p. 49-
67) si Richard Kelleher (Pilgrims, pennies and the
ploughzone: Folded coins in medieval Britain, p.
68-86) propun o serie de interpretdri originale. Pe
de o parte, cercetitoarea italiand demonstreaza ca
ritualul de a pune monede in bazinele baptismale,
indicat in canoanele scrise pastrate, nu este con-
firmat de dovezile arheologice si numismatice (p.
63). Pe de o alta parte, argumentatia lui Richard
Kelleher se indeparteazi de clasica traditiei a obo-
lului lui Charon si lanseaza o noua interpretare,
cu totul plauzibila, a monedelor pliate descoperite
in mormintele medievale. Din perspectiva autoru-
lui, plierea, indoirea sau impéturirea unor module
monetare poate indica faptul ca acestea prindeau
un element de vestimentatie al defunctului, ca ata-
re indeplineau un scop strict functional (p. 81-83).
Prima sectiune se incheie cu materialul, cu totul
deosebit, al cercetitoarei Ceri Houlbrook (Why
money does grow on trees: The British coin-tree
custom, p. 87-107), in care sunt urmariti metodic
factorii care au dus la transformarea monedei in
cel mai ,,potrivit depozit” (p. 103) al obiceiurile
arboricole britanice mentinut pana in secolul al
XXI-lea.

Partea a II-a a volumului aduce in prim-plan
rolul de mijlocitor al monedei intre secular si sa-
cru. Din aceastd perspectivd, se remarca articolul
realizat de Helle W. Horsnees (Coins as non-coins:
The use and meaning of Roman coins in religious
contexts outside the Empire, p. 111-124) in care
tezaurizarea monetara este categoric legatd de
geografia locului. In opinia autoarei, depunerea

unor depozite de monede in zonele lacustre ar fi
preferata in efectuare unor ritualuri religioase (p.
121). In cotinuare, Anna Gannon isi propune si
prezinte citeva studii de caz interesante din icono-
grafia monedelor anglo-saxone timpurii, in care
imaginile religioase au fost batute pe ambele fete
ale modulului, ca un act de credinta complex, insa
unitar si asumat la nivelul celor mai multi din so-
cietate (Firmly I believe and truly. Religious icono-
graphy on early Anglo-Saxon coins, p. 125-141. In
acealasi orizont de cunoastere se incadreazi si ar-
ticolul compus de Rory Naismith (Pecuniary pro-
fanities? Money, Christianity and demonstrative
giving in the early Middle Ages, p. 142-159). Fiind
un bun cunoscitor al izvoarelor medievale scrise,
cercetatorul britanic explica ca biserica a fost prin-
cipalul actor care a transformat obiectul afacerilor
lumesti intr-un intermediar al mantuirii. Astfel,
»~mentalitatea monetard” (p. 146) modelata inca
din perioada Antichitatii tarzii, reprezintd un con-
struct al invataturilor si exemplelor bisericesti. Ul-
timele doud contributii ale lui Martin Allen (Coins
and the church in medieval England: Votive and
economic functions of money in religious contexts,
p- 160-173), respectiv, a Luciei Travaini (Sacra
Moneta: Mints and divinity: Purity, miracles and
powers, p. 174-189) analizeaza cei trei actori-cheie
din perspectivda comuna: institutiile ecleziastice,
atelierele monetare si individul.

In ultima si cea de a treia parte, in economia
volumului a fost alocatd si o sectiune axaté pe pro-
spectarea semnificatiei ofertelor monetare. O pri-
ma concluzie partiala la care ajunge Fleur Kemmers
este 3, in multe cazuri, un numér important de mo-
nede false au fost depozitate in contexte cu puterni-
ce legaturi ritualice, precum fantani, rauri, canale,
morminte (Worthless? The practice of depositing
counterfeit coins in Roman votive contexts, p. 193-
208). Dupd autor, aparitia acestor piese se poate
pune pe seama unor perioade de instabilitate, cand
nevoia stringenta de maruntisuri si aprobarea ticu-
ta a autoritatilor pentru astfel de solutii ,,artizanale”
a permis comunitétilor locale si isi creeze propri-
ile monede (p. 204-205). Urmeaza alte doud texte
orientate spre regiunile nordice ale continentului
european. Cel conceput de Svein H. Gullbekk cu-
prinde informatii inedite despre utilizarea banilor
de catre femei in practica lor devotionala, pe baza
descoperirilor din bisericile rurale din Scandinavia
in perioada cuprinsa intre 1150 si 1400 (Scandina-
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vian women in search of salvation. Women's use of
money in religion and devotional practice, p. 209-
227). Nu in ultimul rdnd, Frida Ehrnsten valorifici
un material numismatic impresionant (peste 13 500
de monede moderne descoperite in biserci si pu-
blicate de-a lungul anilor) i constata ca ofrandele
monetare se mentin pana in secolul al XIX-lea.

In final, putem retine si o serie de aspecte de
ordin structural surprinse in rindurile volumului
de fata. Lucrarea se distinge printr-o paletd vasta
de informatii (indeosebi) arheologice si numis-
matice atent sistematizate, in permanentd aflate
intr-o relatie de completare, contestare sau simpla
interogatie a izvoarelor istorice existente. Chiar
daca lucrarea este organizatd tematicd, in jurul
celor trei sectiuni distincte, editorii au optat pen-
tru ordonarea cronologicd a articolelor, prin care
s-a urmdrit o analizi diacronica a fenomenelor. In

mod cert, un astfel de demers solicita o gama va-
riatd de metode prin care trebuie transmis, cu cat
mai multa acuratete si eficienta, mesajul cititoru-
lui si imbogatitd proiectia acestuia asupra subiec-
tului supus cercetdrii. Ca atare, o ilustratie consi-
derabild si in conditii grafice excelente insoteste in
permanentd lectura textului, printr-o gama ete-
rogena de materiale vizuale precum harti, planse
sau diagrame, la care se adaugd si un index gene-
ral, elemente pe care nu le putem considera decat
esentiale si benefice. La toate acestea se adauga si
un limbaj clar si obiectiv, fiecare articol avand o
serie de concluzii bine articulate.

Radiografia substantiald pe care o ofera con-
tribuitorii acestui volum nu epuizeazi nuantele atat
de vaste ale subiectului, insa cu siguranta reuseste
sd profileze ambele fete ale monedei: ceea ce este
sau poate fi divin si ceea ce riméane monetar.
